OTHER MATTERS DISCUSSED:

Scott Norberg:

Mr. Norberg updated the council on the progress of the Community Center.  The City Offices and Council Room are completed.  They have been inspected and a punch list done on them.  Weathercraft will be here December 3rd to install the coping on the gym.  Mr. Norberg explained the different warranties on the building and landscaping.  Landscaping warranty will not go into effect until next spring, so the warranty expires a year from then.  Shane Ayres and Donn Dupper went through some training on how to operate and maintain all the mechanics.  Manuals will be given to them.  The wood floor is forty percent completed and should be all down by Friday with sanding and finishing next week and striping the week of December 15th.  Next phase will be bleachers, scoreboard and baskets.

Mr. Norberg relayed that Max Schochenmaier is working on five possible grants for the Public Safety Building.  With the possibility of this building being a 911 Center, there is grant money for building, equipment, running it until it’s self sufficient and local addressing.  She is also checking into a parking improvement grant, Homeland Security grant, Oil Recourse grant and a FEMA grant.  Shane and Glen will be going to Sturgis to meet with the County Commissioners.

Faith Stock Show:

Varland reported that they are having trouble getting insurance for the fairgrounds all year round.  Butler Insurance told them that their underwriters don’t want anything to do with it.  They are checking out other companies.

Community Building Rental Rates:

Mayor Haines asked the Council to bring back to the next meeting some figures and ideas on rental rates.
