Refinance Bonds for Community Center:

Debbie Brown asked Wells Fargo to send a proposal for refinancing the Community Center loan since interest rates are down and we will have to refinance in 2013 anyway since there will be a balloon payment at that time.  Brown would like to use $250,000 from Telephone Capital Outlay to pay down on the loan at this time since there will be a early payment penalty anyway of approximately $13,700.00.  Over the period of the loan, that penalty will be saved due to the difference in interest and also paying off the $250,000 at the beginning will pay for most of the interest the first year.  We will also have to hire Todd Meierhenry to do the bonding and his fee is $5,000.  Becker made a motion, second by Fisher to pay down $200,000 from Telephone Capital Outlay and refinance the loan and hire Todd Meierhenry.  Fisher and Becker – yes.  Berndt, Inghram, Maxwell and Spencer – no.  Maxwell made a motion, seconded by Berndt to pay down $250,000 from Telephone Capital Outlay and refinance the loan and hire Todd Meierhenry.  Fisher and Becker – no.  Berndt, Inghram, Maxwell and Spencer – yes.   Motion carried.
Community Room Use for the State:

Lisa with the Department of Transportation out of the Belle Fourche Office, had contacted the City Office and they are wanting to know if the Council would waive the fee for the use of the Community Room for a meeting with the land owners for project Hwy 73.  She stated that the State doesn’t usually have to pay for a meeting room.  They used to use the Prairie Vista Inn meeting room and since that room is no longer there, they are asking the Council if they would waive the fee.  Becker made a motion, seconded by Maxwell to waive the fee for the State. Motion carried.
Centennial:

Glen Haines, Patty Hauser and Lexy Inghram were able to attend the Fair Convention and thought it was a good convention.  They are still not sure on a carnival.

Executive Session:

Berndt made a motion, seconded by Spencer to retire into Executive Session to discuss personnel at 7:45 PM.  Motion carried.


Mayor Haines declared the Council out of Executive Session at 9:45 PM.  

Maxwell made a motion, seconded by Berndt to authorize the City Attorney to contact the Department of Labor to audit other departments of the City work force.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Spencer made a motion, seconded by Fisher to accept Helen Hall’s resignation effective January 31, 2010.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Inghram made a motion, seconded by Fisher to advertise for an ambulance director, must be an EMT/EMT-I/PARA, open until filled.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Berndt made a motion, seconded by Inghram to advertise for a full time ambulance attendant, must be an EMT/EMT-I/PARA, open until filled.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Inghram made a motion, seconded by Spencer to advertise for a meter reader until January 15th, 2010 or until filled.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Becker made a motion, seconded by Spencer to adjourn.  Motion carried.
