Becker made a motion, seconded by Inghram to approve giving the Fire Department $5,000.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Water Tower Clean and Inspection:

Maguire Iron, Inc. submitted a quote to clean and inspect the water tower at $1,500.  Inghram made a motion, seconded by Fisher to approve the quote of $1500.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Retaining Wall at the Swimming Pool:
Mel Dutton with the Faith School contacted the City Office to find out if the City would be willing to pay something on the retaining wall since the wall is there due to the swimming pool.  The Faith School opened bids to take the wall out and install a new retaining wall and accepted it at $13,000.  Fisher made a motion, seconded by Becker to approve paying $4,000 to the Faith School to go towards the retaining wall and if the City guys can tear out the old to help keep the cost down.  Two yes votes. Inghram and Spencer – no.  Motion failed.

Becker made a motion, seconded by Spencer to approve Kolbi Selby for one day as ticket taker at the swimming pool at $7.25.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Speed of DSL Change:

The DSL Speed 1.5 Mb speed is no longer available and has changed to 3.0 Mb at the same charge so will reflect on Resolution No. 2-06-08-01.  Inghram made a motion, seconded by Fisher to change the speed from 1.5 Mb to 3.0 Mb at the same charge to reflect on Resolution No. 02-06-08-01.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Airport – Runway markings:
The state called and said that the runway markings are needed to be done and they have someone coming in the area and will do the runway, apron and taxi area with our share being approximately $3,402 and we can use some money out of our Airport Tax Funds.  Becker made a motion, seconded by Spencer to approve to do the runway markings and to use $2,000 from the Airport Tax Funds. All yes votes Motion carried.
