Dave Lutz, with Brosz Engineering updated the Council on the water project and 
needed to make sure that the Council wanted to go ahead with the water project.  
Council agreed to moving forward with the process.  
Annelle Afdahl wanted to know if someone from the City would be able to install the curtain that was ordered for the Exhibit Area and nine more curtains were needed to be ordered.  Afdahl also wanted to know what the City was thinking for a walkway between the Exhibit Building and the Community Center.  Council agreed to having Donn Dupper checking out to see what the cost of cement would be.  Also ideas were needed on three people to get quotes from for repairing the Ice House 
for a grant that Ron Frame was writing.

Due to the Municipal Government Day in Pierre the evening of February 5, 2008, 
the meeting needs to be changed and change the Council meeting times during 
Mountain Standard Time.  Inghram made a motion, seconded by Becker to 
approve moving the first meeting of the month in February to February 6th at 5:00 
P.M. and all meetings to 5:00 P.M. during Mountain Standard Time and back to 
7:00 P.M. during Daylight Savings Time.  Motion carried.
Chief of Police Meeting:


Becker made a motion, seconded by Rasmussen to approve Arlen Frankfurth to 
attend the Chief of Police Meeting January 25, 2008 and Arlen will be driving this 
time.  Motion carried.

Seniors – Reception:


Spencer Gossel, on behalf of the Senior class wanted to know if it would be 
possible to use the gym for the reception after the graduation since this is not a 
school function. Becker made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to approve an 
exemption to not charge the Senior class to use the gym for the reception after 
graduation as long as 
three people are there to guard the “Sue” exhibit during the 
whole day and to clean up after graduation.  Motion carried.
Baccalaureate in Gym:


Also at this time, the Senior Class is asking for another exemption for the 
Baccalaureate in the gym.  Maxwell stated he would like to see every year the 
Senior Class come before the Council for an exemption to make sure there is not 
any discrimination to religions on City property.  Becker made a motion, 
seconded by Afdahl to approve the exemption to charge the Senior Class for 
Baccalaureate.  Motion carried.
Advertising with VIP tickets:


Brown stated that it would be a good idea to advertise with some station and give 
away any of the VIP tickets that aren’t being used by Councilman or Exhibit 
Board members.  Council agreed.
Pest Control:


Black Hills Pest Control will take care of bugs and mice in any of the City 
Buildings for around $120 but the building with the Bar would be $145 due to the 
food.  Inghram made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to approve Black Hills Pest 
Control for the Old Municipal Building, the Ambulance Hall, the Public Safety 
Building and the Community Center.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
300 & 400 Classes:


There will be the 300 and 400 classes held in Faith on February 29 – March 2 and 
April 5 – 6.  Whoever is going to attend, they need to let Debbie Brown know to 
get signed up.  Brown stated she would like to take these classes during the week 
and not take up weekends.
