Weston Engineering – Water:

Jerry Hunt with Weston Engineering presented to the council some figures and some different possibilities of drilling a well in the City of Faith for emergency water.  Walker made motion, seconded by Clark to move forward on a Water Project.  Motion carried.  The finance office will look into some funding that may be available and seek the steps that need to be taken to move forward.

Clean up Month:

The Council set May as Clean up Month.  The landfill will be open on Wednesday's from 6PM to 8PM during the month of May along with the normal Saturday hours 8AM to 4PM.  All white goods (with freon removed and tagged), tires and vehicles can be taken to the landfill at no charge for anyone in the city limits during the month of May.  Anyone wanting a building or house torn down in the city limits must notify the finance office and sign a waiver during the month of May and have it done for free.  The council directed Debbie Brown to send out nuisance letters again to the property owners who received letters last year and give them until the end of May to take care of their nuisance or the City will take care of it and bill the property owners.  

Chamber:

June Kilby approached the council on holding a Demolition Derby at the Fairgrounds June 19, 2005.  Much discussion was held regarding the glass and debris off of the cars.  Kilby stated their wouldn’t be any glass due to Federal regulations not allowing any glass and as for the debris, the arena would be walked carefully and all debris would be picked up.  Arlen said that in another town they had rolled back the sand and had the derby and put the sand back on.  Arlen also stated that the arena is in need of about twenty loads of sand.  Stocklin stated that he felt as a business man he would be willing to donate a load of sand and would hope that other businesses would donate a load.  Mayor Haines stated he would donate a load of sand also.  Walker made motion, seconded by Murray to allow the Chamber to hold the Demolition Derby at the Fairgrounds as long as everything is picked up and sand is donated.  Motion carried.  Walker made motion, seconded by Clark to approve the Fire Department as Co-Sponsor with Chamber for the Demolition Derby.  Motion carried.  If the Fire Department Co- Sponsors the event, they can insure the event for spectator insurance.  Kilby asked the council if the Council would be willing to donate some funding to the beautification fund for some flowers.  They would like to state a flower that could be planted city wide every year.  Chamber would be purchasing the flowers between all businesses in the City who are selling bedding plants.  Walker made motion, seconded by Inghram to donate $250.00 out of the Community Development Fund for flowers.  Motion carried.  Kilby also asked if the City would provide three phone lines for a Jail and Bail being held May 11, 2005.  Council agreed.  

Ambulance:

Wes Heidlebaugh with ambulance committee asked the council if they could use the Community Center for EMS Week.  They would like to use the Community Center on May 16th and the 20th.  Murray made motion, seconded by Walker to use the Community Center as long as everything is cleaned.  Motion carried.  The Chamber is going to work with the Ambulance team during the EMS Week.  The Ambulance Team asked the council if they could close off main street.  Walker made motion, seconded by Clark to close the second block on Main Street on Sunday at 12:30 PM – 1:30 PM, Monday at 6:00PM – 7:30 PM and Saturday at 1:00 PM – 2:00 PM.  Motion carried.

Withdraw of Traversie's Bid on Airport Building:

Tim Traversie talked with the Mayor showing there was reason to withdraw his bid due to a flaw in his bidding. Walker made motion, seconded by Murray to allow Traversie to withdraw his bid.  Motion carried.

Murray stated that Morris Gustafson, on behalf of the Sports Complex would like to ask the council if they would provide a porta potty for six weeks of the summer during softball.  Debbie Brown will check into some prices, one is also needed at the construction site.  Lights have been ordered for the softball complex and scoreboards will be put up.  


Streets:

Inghram would like to see some gravel put on the road north of town and something done for dust control.  Mayor Haines will talk with Dean Wink.

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Clark to adjourn.  Motion carried.
