Hearing on the Lease of the Telephone Switch at 7:45:

No further questions were asked about the lease of the telephone switch with Golden West.  The City of Faith was at a point due to CALEA of either having to purchase a new switch or lease from Golden West and the following agreement was very favorable.  

Becker introduced the following resolution and moved for it’s adoption:
AGREEMENT FOR HOST AND REMOTE SWITCHING END OFFICE SERVICES

This Agreement is executed the 20th day of November, 2007, between Golden West Telecommunications (Golden West) and Faith Municipal Telephone Company (Faith). Golden West and Faith are each individually a “Party” to this Agreement and are together “the Parties.”

WHEREAS, Golden West owns a Class 5 electronic host switch (Host) that is capable of serving the telephone switching needs of several remotely located telephone exchanges; and,

WHEREAS, Golden West also owns a Digital Loop Carrier (DLC) terminal, with emergency stand alone capability, that is available for installation at the existing Faith switch and building location; and, 

WHEREAS, Faith has the need and desire to utilize the switching of the above equipment in lieu of their existing Faith owned but outdated switching equipment; and,

WHEREAS, Golden West and Faith are both desirous of entering into an agreement for the lease of provisioning of both host and remote switching services for Faith;

NOW THEREFORE, the Parties agree as follows:

Per filed agreement in the Finance Office.

Seconded by Merriman.  Four yes votes.  Afdahl abstained.  Motion carried.  

The October revenues were $167,774.35 and the October expenditures $228,635.90.

Approval of Consortia’s 2008 Rates:

Becker made motion, seconded by Rasmussen to approve Consortia’s 2008 rates increasing from $1200 to $1250 per month and the hourly rate in excess of 10 hours per month will increase from $120 to $125 an hour.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

West River Cable is looking into some options for updating the access channel.  As soon as they have it figured out, they will contact the City Office with figures and will be brought to a council meeting.
Nuisance Properties:

Discussion was held about the property that was brought to the attention of the Council at the November 6, 2007 meeting.  The Council directed the Finance Officer to send a letter to the party stating they have seen some improvements, but would like to see the motor home be mowed around.
Archeologist Survey:

There needs to be an archeologist survey done for the grant with US Bureau for the well.  Jay Larson, Midwest Assistance, suggested getting a quote from one he knew that had to be in the Faith area anyway and could cut down on the cost.  Jeff Buechler, RPA, submitted a quote of not exceeding $400.  Becker made a motion, seconded by Inghram to accept Jeff Buechler’s quote.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Welcome Sign Locations and Paint:

Afdahl updated the council on the location of the welcome signs on Highway 212.  Becker made a motion, seconded by Afdahl, to have Zane King paint the sign white that is next to Highway 73.  Motion carried.
Radar Signs:

Some discussion was held in regards to a flashing light on the speed limit signs going through town.
Press Release – Chamber:

Chamber would like to put out a statewide press release on the new website costing $50.  Chamber is asking the City if they would pay half.  Becker made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to pay $25 for the statewide press release.  Merriman stated that he would like to see the City pay it all since the Chamber will probably ask the City for money again anyway.  Becker and Afdahl amended their motion to pay the full $50 for the statewide press release.  Five yes votes.  Inghram – no.  Motion carried.
Governor’s Hospitality Certificate:

Ron Frame was presented a Governor’s Hospitality Certificate from the Governor’s Office with Mayor Haines presenting it to him.  

Airport Hangar Lease:

A month by month lease was drawn up by Eric Bogue.  Becker made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to approve the lease.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Liquor Committee:

NFR Calcutta at Lone Tree Bar:

Rasmussen made a motion, seconded by Becker to approve Faith Stock Show to hold the NFR Calcutta at the Lone Tree Bar.  Motion carried.


Karaoke Contest:

E&B Karaoke is having a singing contest and asked the Lone Tree if they wanted to be part of it.  She would reduce her cost from $350 to $300 and asked the bar to contribute $100 for the prize money making the total to $400.  Becker made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to approve the $400 for the contest.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Credit/Debit Card Machine:

A credit/debit card machine is needed at the bar.  SD Retailers has one for $240 plus an annual membership fee of $150.00.  Becker made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to purchase the credit/debit card machine through SD Retailers.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Tam Classes will be December 9th.  Bar hours will change to Monday, Friday and Saturday, 2PM – 12PM, Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday, 2PM – 10:30PM through the winter.  

Building Permits:

Brian Maloney would like to cancel his building permit filed with the City on November 6, 2007.  Edward Henschel would like to file an extension on his building permit filed with the City on November 15, 2005.  Donald Williams submitted a building permit for two new windows, steel roof and siding on Lot E ½ 5, 6, Block 3.  Afdahl made a motion, seconded by Inghram to approve all of above changes and building permits.  Motion carried.
Public Safety Building – Scott Norberg:
Following a report from the City Attorney on the failure of Scott Norberg to complete his portion of the final agreement with Tooz Construction and the City, the Council directed the City Attorney to complete the City's portion of the Agreement on the remaining bill due on the Public Safety Building.
