Afdahl made a motion, seconded by Rasmussen to approve the minutes of the April 15, 2008 meeting.  Motion carried.
Ordinances:


Ordiance No. 287 (Transient Merchant Peddler Permit)

Afdahl made a motion, seconded by Becker to approve the First Reading of Ordinance No. 287.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Summer Help:

Becker made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to approve a range of $7.00 - $9.00 for summer help as needed.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Camera System:


Afdahl is still waiting for the quote from Golden West.

Bartender Approval:

Maxwell made a motion, seconded by Becker to hire Lonny Collins as an extra bartender at $8.00.  Motion carried.

Year End Financials:

Ketel Thorstenson,LLP submitted a proposal for compiling 2007 Financials at $4,250.  Brown is waiting for their reply if there would be a reduction since they will also be doing the audit this year.  Rasmussen made a motion, seconded by Fisher to approve the proposal.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Striping Streets and Parking Lots:

Golz Asphalt Sealing, Inc. submitted a proposal for striping streets and parking lots at a total of $3447.02 with a 10% discount since all quoted areas will be done and $.52/lineal foot to wire rout and crack fill.  Becker made a motion, seconded by Maxwell to approve the proposal.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Hoop Building – Cammack Ranch Supply:
Glen Haines talked with Cammack Ranch Supply about renting a hoop building for the summer for vendors.  They would set it up and take it down for $5,000.  The City would need to have four corners cement ready.  Afdahl made a motion, seconded by Becker to approve the rent of $5,000 for the summer.  Five yes votes.  Inghram –no.  Motion carried.
Electricity for Vendors and Temporary Agreement:

Becker made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to approve putting in 15 circuits where the hoop building will go.  Five yes votes.  Inghram – no.  Motion carried.


Temporary agreement will be put on the next meeting.

Entertainment and Fireworks for Opening Day:

Ron Frame received some proposals for entertainment and fireworks for Opening Day: $1,100 to $2,000 for entertainment and $1,000 - $1,200.  Council chose to not do either.

Vendor Lease addition:
Becker made a motion, seconded by Rasmussen to approve to add $17.00 for garbage on Lease.

Airport Pavement Maintenance:

The City of Faith Airport is scheduled for pavement maintenance with a total project cost of $19,204.12 costing the City of Faith only $576.12.  Becker made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to approve the sign off for the project.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Swimming Pool Sandblast:

Donn Dupper contacted locally and they weren’t able to do the sandblasting.  Rasmussen made a motion, seconded by Inghram to approve the sandblasting of $3,500.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Computer:

Afdahl made a motion, seconded by Fisher to approve the clean up of two computers at the City Office by A Tech Consulting for $630 - $790.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Signage for “Sue”:
Debbie Brown called Dean Wink about putting a sign next to the Faith sign at Howes, and he said just to contact him before we did it.  1880 Town will let us put a sign on any of their billboards for free.  Ron will check into the cost of the signage to put on the sign.

Surplus Property:

Inghram made a motion, seconded by Fisher to surplus a cash register and approve the following appraisers:  Tonya Bushong, Arlen Frankfurth and Joel Afdahl who appraised it at $20.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Maxwell made a motion, seconded by Becker to adjourn.  Motion carried.
