Visitors:

Mike Merriman asked the Council where the City was at with installing the repeater for the radios for public safety.  Debbie Brown asked Arlen Frankfurth and currently they are waiting for an answer from Golden West to see if they can attach it to their tower, the other possibility is to put in a pole by the Public Safety Building.
Approve pool help – Manager:

Becker made a motion, seconded by Collins to approve hiring Brianna Lemmel as the pool manager at $550 monthly.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Surplus Electrical Pads:


No interest at this time.

Spraying Mosquitoes:

A party would be willing to spray mosquitoes for the City of Faith.  A contract would need to be written up and advertise to bid the spraying.

Durkee Lake:
Mayor Haines stated that the lake was in need of some clean up.  Some people would be interested in more hookups for electric at the camping area of the lake and would be willing to pay an annual fee.  Sandy Rasmussen stated that the Chamber would be willing to advertise for getting some volunteers to come to the lake and clean up and have a potluck supper afterwards.  Council agreed to let Chamber advertise and set the date for June 18, 2009.  Also someone said they would help clean up the wood if they could have the wood for firewood.  Council agreed.  The road also needs some gravel.  Council will look into this after looking over the budget.
Lake – Shooting Tables at Shooting Range:

Randy Becker stated that he looked into the cost to make cement shooting tables and for three of them the cost would be $700 to $900.  Collins made a motion, seconded by Fisher to approve Becker to go ahead with the project and give permission to Becker the use of the City bobcat to assist in making the tables.  Motion carried.
Well Update:
There will be a special meeting held June 9th at 6 PM to discuss the current well situation as the well that was drilled did not produce any water.

Ambulance Equipment:

Arlen Frankfurth stated that the ambulance team currently has $5,500 to go towards an electric hydraulic cot and would like to know if the City would pay for the rest of the cot which will cost around $10,000.  Collins made a motion, seconded by Inghram to approve paying the rest of the purchase of the electric hydraulic cot.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
ATM Machine at the Bar:

First Financial Bank in Dupree would be interested in putting in an ATM machine in the Lonetree Bar.  Collins made a motion, seconded by Becker to approve First Financial Bank putting in an ATM machine in the Lonetree Bar.  Motion carried.

Retaining Wall at the Swimming Pool and Pool Lease:

Mel Dutton had called the City Office and asked who would be responsible to re-do the retaining wall at the Swimming Pool.  When looking into the pool lease with the school, it was noticed that it has expired and is in need of being redone.  He wondered if the City would be willing to pay for some of the retaining wall at the swimming pool since the retaining wall is as big, mainly due to the pool being there.  This will be discussed at the next meeting.

Building Permits:

Arlen Frankfurth submitted a building permit for a garage on Lot 9, Block 12.  Fisher made a motion seconded by Collins to approve the building permit.  
Executive Session – Personnel:

Maxwell made a motion, seconded by Becker to retire into executive session at 8:10 PM.  

Mayor Haines declared the council out of executive session at 8:36 PM.
Fisher made a motion, seconded by Becker to advertise for a part time police officer starting at $7.25 an hour up to 8 hours then to $85 per day salary DOE.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Fisher made a motion, seconded by Inghram to advertise for an EMT or above, full time, plus benefits, salary starting at $21,500 DOE.  All yes votes. Motion carried.
Inghram made a motion, seconded by Maxwell to adjourn.  Motion carried.
