Whereas, The City of Faith Mayor and Council addressed the issue of the number of On Sale Wine Licenses and the number to be allowed to be issued for fiscal year 2006-2007; and

       Resolution No. 08-08-06-03   

Emergency Water Restriction Ordinance

                    Governing Water Consumption and Use During Emergency 

For the purposes of conserving water and protecting limited supplies and facilitating the economical production of municipal water the following measures are established and shall be enforced:

The water restriction applies only to water consumption taken from the city's water system or a system supplied from the city water system.

A. Scope of Restriction:  During time of emergency water restriction, as declared by the City of Faith Council, pursuant to the duly authorized City Council Resolution, it shall be unlawful for any person located within the City of Faith as well as those persons located outside of the City of Faith for whom are defined as water users within the City of Faith water distribution system to consume or use water obtained from the Water System in violation of this ordinance.

B. Time of Effectiveness of Restriction:  If the Council shall determine that the status of the water supply based upon the rural water suppliers communications as to water height over the inflow pipe at the river, status of the water fill within the water tower(s), and/or other circumstance the does affect the availability of water to the Faith community, it shall publish notice of its determination in the legal newspaper and shall make such news releases and/or postings as it may find appropriate to inform the public of the restrictions which shall then apply.  The restrictions on water use and consumption of water obtained from the City of Faith water distribution shall become effective and such restrictions shall be enforced upon posting of notice at the Faith Post Office and City Finance Office and shall remain in effect until such time as the City Council does act to remove the emergency water restrictions.

C. Enforcement:  The City of Faith Water Department and City Police are hereby authorized to enforce the water use and consumption restrictions set forth herein in accordance with the following enforcement actions:

1. First Offense: A first offense shall result in a written warning to the person in violation and the filing of a copy of said report in the water office.  The incident shall be comments posted onto the users account history.

2. Second Offense: A second offense shall result in the assessment of a fine of $50.00 onto the next month’s water bill of the user found to be in violation.

3. Third Offense:  A third offense shall result in the assessment of a fine of $100.00 onto the next month’s water bill of the user found to be in violation.

4. Fourth Offense and Continuous Offenses:  A fourth offense and every offense thereafter shall result in the assessment of a fine of $100.00 onto the next month’s water bill of the user found to be in violation and a determination as to whether to disconnect water services for repeated and ongoing violation of this ordinance.

5. Documentation of Offense:  The City Water Department and City Police shall monitor for offenses/ violation of this Resolution and upon discovery and determination of such an offense shall notify the City  Police and document the violation on a department work order.  The City Police shall respond immediately and shall then obtain photos where and when possible as well as complete a police report documenting the incident.  A copy of the police report shall be attached to the corresponding work order.  All information shall then be comments posted in the appropriate water user’s history.

D. Monetary Fines: A person/entity found to have violated the terms of this Resolution shall be assessed a monetary fine as set forth within this Resolution and the incident shall be comments posted into the user’s history and thereby become a permanent disclosure of the incident by the user.  Whenever a monetary fine is imposed by the City Water Department or City Police, the monetary fine shall then be assessed onto the user’s account within the next water billing cycle and shall then become payable.

E. Restrictions on Water Use and Consumption During Water Emergency.

1. Water may not be used for the purpose of washing cars, trucks, or other motorized vehicles at any time.

2. Water may not be used for recreational purposes such as filling personal pools at any time.

3. Water may not be used for the purpose of watering lawns and flower gardens at any time.

4. Watering of vegetable gardens shall be permitted between the hours of 8:00 p.m. through 10:00 p.m. each day.

5. Water used for watering of livestock shall be subject to the restrictions on such use as approved by the City of Faith in conjunction with restrictions approved and implemented by the Mni Waste’ Company.  Violation of these restrictions shall be subject to a fine of $250.00 for each and every offense to be assessed onto the user’s water bill.

6. Water used by Fire Department officials for firefighting shall be subject to the restrictions on such use as approved and implemented by the City of Faith.

Violations of any of the foregoing provisions shall constitute a violation of this Resolution and shall thereby be addressed pursuant to the enforcement provisions of City of Faith.     

F. Voluntary Water Conservation Measures (recommended/not required):  The hours of highest water consumption are from 10:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. daily.   The City does request that water users within the City system attempt to conserve where and whenever possible.  Further the actions by water user’s to voluntarily conserve via voluntary water conservation may result in an increase in the availability of water and thereby the cessation of mandatory water restrictions as the result of these voluntary measures are observed to improve the status of water supply.

The following and voluntary water conservation measures are recommended:

1. Limit use of water between the hours of 10:00 a.m.-3:00 p.m. where and whenever possible.

2. Wash clothes after 6:00 p.m. and use conserve by selecting the lowest water level when possible.

3. Take showers after 6:00 p.m. when possible.  Attempt to limit the use of baths - take showers in place of baths.

4. Place a brick in the toilet tank to displace the amount of water necessary to fill the tank after each flush.

5. Check toilets to ensure proper operation.

6. Check toilets, water faucets, pipes for leaks and repair any leaks.

Seconded by Afdahl.  Inghram - no. Four yes votes.  Motion carried.
Brosz Engineering – Water Study:

Dave Lutz presented to the Council the updated water study to be sent into DENR.  Council agreed for Dave Lutz to send in the study using surface wells.  
Fire Department By-Laws:
The Faith Volunteer Fire Department approved By-Laws within the department and presented them to the City Council to approve.  Murray made motion, seconded by Selby to approve the Faith Volunteer Fire Department’s By-Laws.  Motion carried.

Correction of Name of Exhibit Area:


The corrected name of the exhibit area is “Cheyenne Spur Historical Center”.
Exhibit Area:

Carol Pratt, on behalf of the Faith Exhibit Board would like to ask the City Council to adopt the By Laws presented.  Annelle Afdhal’s name was missed on the Exhibit Board.  Afdahl, made motion, seconded by Selby to approve the By Laws as presented and add Annelle Afdahl to the Exhibit Board list.   Motion carried.  
Three River’s Mental Health:
Greg Fisher, on behalf of Three River’s Mental Health let the City Council know that a letter was sent to the City asking for funding at budget time.  Fisher explained to the City Council that there are several people in the area that use their services in the Faith office.

Bar Open Earlier for Rally week and Stock Show:

Council agreed upon opening Thursday through Saturday at 11:00 AM and possibly open on Sunday after the parade.

Purchase of Electric Poles:

Electric Poles are needed to replace the ones broken in the wind storm and six more were purchased to have on hand.  Donn Dupper received two quotes on the poles and Bell Lumber & Pole Company was the cheapest.  Inghram made motion, seconded by Afdahl to approve the quote.  Motion carried.
Next Council Meeting:

Debbie Brown asked the Council if they would like to change the next meeting date to August 22 since the 15 will only be a week away.  Council agreed.

No Smoking:

Mayor Haines would like to see something done around the Community Center for no smoking on the grounds.

Pool Help:

Afdahl made motion, seconded by Murray to approve Ryan Palmer as lifeguard at $5.75.  Motion carried.

Sue Exhibit:

A down payment is needed for the Sue Exhibit coming in the summer of 2008.  Selby made motion, seconded by Merriman to approve the $25,000 coming out of Community Development to the Sue Exhibit.  All yes votes – Murray abstained.  Motion carried.

Stock Show Cops:

Arlen Frankfurth would like to let the council know that he has Alan McGinnis for Wednesday through Sunday and Jody Moodie possibly Thursday and Friday through Saturday.

Budget:

The fire department is over budget and a big portion of it right now is in the utilities.  Since we are not sure how much of the utilities are being used by the fire department in the new building, Debbie Brown asked if she could code the utilities that is over the budgeted amount in utilities to GGB.  Council agreed.  Budgets will be talked about next meeting and we need to keep the Exhibit building in mind also.
