OTHER MATTERS DISCUSSED:

Scott Norberg – Update on Building Project:


Mr. Norberg presented a progress report on the Community Center.  He explained 


that since his last visit new funding has been awarded from a state grant in the 

amount of $175,000.  Also, the Faith School Board has pledged $400,000 over 15 

years towards the project.  He presented new plans and drawings.  The gym is to be 96’x 112’ with seating of about 1200 people.  The current schedule would have the project advertised for bids around February 1, 2003, bids taken around the first week in March with contracts awarded during the month, construction to begin the first week in April.  He explained how the building committee is looking into having multiple prime bids to encourage local contractors from the area to bid on the project.  Mr. Norberg then addressed some questions from the audience.  

7:30 P.M. – Hearing on Off Sale Malt Beverage Licenses for M&D Foodshop and Lynn’s Dakotamart:


Mayor Haines allowed for each side to speak for fifteen minutes.


Those who spoke against the issuance of the licenses included Earl Maier, Calvin 

Chapman, Wayne Olson, Larry Wilson, Susan Delbridge, and Tom Maxwell.  

Concerns were voiced on alcohol availability, public opinion according to 

previous elections, garbage accumulation, protection of youth from alcohol, and 

the morals surrounding the issue.  A petition was presented to the City Attorney 

indicating the number of people against the issue.  Mr. Bogue accepted the 

petition on the Council’s behalf to show support against the issue; however, he 

made clear that this petition was not of proper initiative or referendum form.


Those who spoke for the issuance of the licenses included Gary Fisher, Tim 

Bernstein, Larry Walker, Jim Feist, Ann Varland, Roger Westerberg, and Shawn Peterson.  Supportive issues included the age limit of 21 to purchase alcohol according to state law, subject is a business decision, support that these businesses would not serve to minors, and how availability will not affect alcohol consumption.  A petition was presented to the City Attorney indicating the number of people for the issue.  Mr. Bogue accepted the petition on the Council’s behalf to show support for the issue; however, he again stated that this petition was not of proper initiative or referendum form.

Mayor Haines addressed those in attendance and explained that this is not a moral issue and that there are only two things that the City can refuse a license for:  suitability of location and character of the individual applying.  That being said, Mayor Haines called for a motion.  Stocklin made motion, seconded by Murray to approve the licenses for M&D Foodshop and Lynn’s Dakotamart.  Mayor Haines called for a roll call vote.  Inghram – no.  Murray – yes.  Stocklin – yes.  Clifton – no.  Lightfield – no.  Severyn – yes.  Mayor Haines broke the tie by voting yes.  Motion carried.  He also stated that nothing was mentioned in regards to the location or individuals applying for the license and that was the determining factor for his vote.  Other Council members expressed their concerns on the issue and how they determined their vote.  Jim Feist addressed the Council by pledging an additional 10% mark up on all alcohol sold to Lynn’s Dakotamart to go towards the Community Building.  

Shawn Peterson – Health Insurance:


Ms. Peterson asked the Council if she could enroll in the City’s group insurance 


Plan.  She stated that she would be willing to have 100% of the premium withheld 

from her paycheck.  Stocklin made motion, seconded by Clifton to check with 

Dakotacare to see if this is possible and revisit the issue at the next meeting.  

Motion carried.

SDML Municipal Government Day:


Municipal Government Day which is sponsored by the South Dakota Municipal 

League will be on February 5, 2003.  Mayor Haines urged all Council member to 

attend and those interested must inform the Finance Office by January 24th.  Registration is $20.00 per person.  

Due to the meeting date being a conflict with the first Council meeting in February, Council agreed to change the date.  Murray made motion, seconded by Lightfied to have the first Council meeting in February on Monday, February 3rd.  Motion carried.

Midcontinent Communications Cable Rates:


Mayor Haines informed the Council of Midcontinent’s intention to raise cable 

rates from $29.95 to $31.50.  Discussion was held on service and the number of 

channels available as compared to other towns.  Stocklin made motion, seconded by Lightfield to accept the new rate as long as the cable format matches other communities.  Motion carried.


Concerns were also recognized regarding the term of the franchise agreement and 

whether the City should pursue a buyout from Midcontinent Communications.  Clifton made motion, seconded by Stocklin to have Ayres contact them and determine a cost for a buyout.  Motion carried.

Clifton made motion, seconded by Murray to adjourn.  Motion carried.
