Vilas – Use of Gym:
Wanda Ruth, Manager of Vilas, stated that Mr. Stevens, owner of Vilas, would like to use the gym during Stock Show 2011 with an exemption of the fee.  They would like to have a concert with Kenny Putnum on the Saturday night of Stock Show which Stock Show has agreed.  They would also need some help with lighting, sound and selling tickets and things.  All proceeds would be donated to the Faith School.  Rasmussen made a motion, seconded by Inghram to allow Vilas the use of the gym at no fee as long as they clean it up afterwards.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Ruth also asked about the use of the tables that the City has in the Frontier Room for their Christmas room and would like to help with a Christmas promotion.

Clarification of Bartending Wages at the Faith Community Center:

There was a misunderstanding that any function at the community center that had a bar with the Lone Tree the bartenders would be paid $10 an hour and the bartenders at the bar at the same time would be paid $10 an hour.   When this wage was created, it was approved per event and the bartender had to set the bar up and tear it down and now the bar manager normally does that.  Rasmussen made a motion, seconded by Spencer to approve the $10 an hour that was paid to the bartenders at the bar and the wedding dance on August 6, 2010 and to keep the wages at any upcoming event at $8 an hour unless otherwise approved.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Room for EMT’s:

Cindy Frankfurth talked with the EMT’s who live in the country that take call in town about having a room available for them while on call and they would be interested.  Council agreed to try this arrangement.  The room that is in the Municipal Building could be cleaned out and utilized. 

Building Permits:

Alan Hildebrandt submitted a building permit for a garage on Block 30, Lots 7 & 8.  Becker made a motion, seconded by Spencer to approve upon Donn’s approval.  Motion carried.

Ketch Tibbs submitted a building permit for a manufactured home on Block 4, Lots 7 & 8.  Spencer made a motion, seconded by Berndt to approve the building permit with a 5 – 7 foot variance on the west side upon Donn’s approval.  Motion carried.
Becker made a motion seconded by Spencer to adjourn.  Motion carried.
