The Common Council for the City of Faith, South Dakota met in regular session on June 3, 2003 at 7:00 P.M. in the Council Room of the Municipal Building. Mayor Haines called the meeting to order, called roll call, and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Councilmembers present:  Stocklin, Inghram, Varland, and Harper.  Murray arrived at 7:20 P.M.

Others in attendance were:  Mike Fisher, Larry Walker, Ace Inghram, Scott Norberg, Morris Gustafson, Eric Bogue, and Shane Ayres.

Inghram made motion, seconded by Stocklin to approve the agenda taking out Shawn Peterson - Ambulance.  Motion carried.

Inghram made motion, seconded by Varland to approve the minutes from the May 20, 2003 meeting.  Motion carried.

BIDS:

City Haying:

Mayor Haines opened the bids for the City Haying at 7:15 P.M.  There were three bids for the Complete Haying:

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Harper to accept the bid of $755.00 from Tim Bernstein.  Inghram abstained.  Motion carried.  

Discussion was held on seeding the airport in the fall.

OTHER BUSINESS:

Appointment:  Councilmember Ward Three:

Mayor Haines appointed Larry Walker to the seat of Councilmember Ward Three.  Stocklin made motion, seconded by Inghram to approve the appointment.  Motion carried.

Oath Administered:

Ayres administered the oath of office to Councilmember Larry Walker.

Visitiors:

Morris Gustafson informed the Council about the Prairie Oasis Sports Complex and Park.  He thanked the Council for agreeing to water the softball fields.  He explained that they have received a quote for Borders States Electric for the lights at about $31,000.00.  Also, there is a quote for 16 poles from Derrick Brink in Buffalo for $3,200.00.  Mr. Gustafson relayed that the sports complex has about $35,000.00 and is not asking the City to commit any money to the lights; however, they would like the Council to consider having the city employees put up the poles and lights.  They are planning on asking the school board to commit some money to the football field lights.  Also, the softball fields have been mowed and picked up, the lumberyard is designing the crow’s next, and the sprinkler system will be programmed soon.  

Hearing on Malt Beverage License Renewals:

Lynn’s Dakotamart, Farmer’s Union Oil Co., and M & D Foodshop have all submitted Off Sale Package Malt Beverage License renewal applications for the July 1, 2003 – June 30, 2004 licensing period.  Mayor Haines allowed for those in favor of the renewals to address the Council.  Mike Fisher spoke in favor of renewing the licenses.  None were present to speak against the renewals.  Stocklin made motion, seconded by Walker to approve renewing Lynn’s Dakotamart, Farmer’s Union Oil Co., and M & D Foodshop Off Sale Package Malt Beverage Licenses.  Inghram – no.  Motion carried.  

Executive Session – Possible Litigation:

Murray made motion, seconded by Harper to retire to executive session at 7:25 P.M. to discuss possible litigation.  Motion carried.

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Varland to return to regular session at 8:03 P.M.  Motion carried.

Building Project – Scott Norberg:


Mr. Norberg brought the Council up to speed with regards to where the building 

project is now.  There had been some confusion with the coordination of the street 

project with regards to the earthwork.  The hole is filling up and there may need 

to be another foot of fill put in.  The dirt north of the hole will be used.  Mr. 

Norberg expects the ground breaking and excavation of footings to take place 

within the next 10 days.  Pre-cast concrete panels are ordered and should be delivered by the end of June.  The roofing and steel contracts have been executed.  He explained that Phase I of the earthwork has been done and an invoice from Mike Fisher has been submitted.  Phase II is in progress with the dirt from Main Street being hauled and compacted into the hole.  Phase III may be split between Chad Escott to do the footings and foundation excavation and Miller Construction to do the site grading.  Footing and foundation excavation should not exceed $2,500.00 and the final grading should not exceed $15,000.00.  General conditions (staking, soil testing, porta-potties, and trash removal) should not exceed $30,000.00.  He has been working with the general construction and masonry contractors to obtain deducts with respect to the locker rooms which have had some design changes.  The estimated amount of savings could be about $36,000.00.  Mr. Norberg has been working with the other low bidders for cost savings as follows:  mechanical plumbing - $8,000.00, HVAC - $12,000.00, Concrete - $4,000.00.  He would recommend accepting these bids.  The electrical bid was discussed.  This bid did not come in within the project budget.  Mr. Norberg felt that a nineteen million dollar jail bid letting in Rapid City on the same day did not allow for a good bidding environment for the electrical work.  The Community Building Project only received two bids for the electrical work.  On that basis, Mr. Norberg would recommend rejecting the electrical bid and rebidding it.  Mr. Norberg believes that the asphalt and gym equipment bids are excellent bids and would recommend accepting those bids.  Also, the landscaping portion has been negotiated with a deduct of $10,000.00 on maintenance; this bid includes $19,035.56 for exterior plants and an option for seeding at $9,413.19.  Council agreed that the City could do the seeding either this fall or next spring.  Mr. Norberg also informed the Council that eliminating the training room could save up to $50,000.00.  This portion could be built at a later date. Overall, Mr. Norberg explained that the value of the new building is outstanding with the value being between $67-72 per square foot.  

Inghram made motion, seconded by Murray to accept the following base bids:



First Dakota Enterprises, Inc. for Concrete



Lemmon Propane for Plumbing

and to approve a footing excavation contract not to exceed $2,500.00 and a final grading contract not to exceed $15,000.00.  Motion carried.

Inghram made motion, seconded by Murray to reject the bid from Stock’s Electric Sales & Service for the electrical work and to rebid it.  Motion carried.

Also, Mr. Norberg explained that Mike Fisher had submitted a voucher for payment on the first phase of the earthwork.  There had been less dirt taken out, however, he had done some extra work such as removing debris and separating the good earth out.  Mr. Norberg would recommend approving the voucher for $6,250.00.  Stockin made motion, seconded by Varland to approve the voucher.  Motion carried.  

Mr. Norberg relayed that there will be significant changes in the next 30 days.  He suggested having a ground breaking ceremony at the site.  Council agreed to set up a ground breaking on Monday, June 09, 2003, at 4:00 P.M.

Designate Representative for the NWSD Regional Landfill Board:

Mayor Haines indicated that he would be willing to replace Jim Selby as representative to Faith on the NWSD Regional Landfill Board.  Stocklin made motion, seconded by Walker to appoint Mayor Haines as representative.  Motion carried.

West River Revolving Loan Fund Agreement:

Mayor Haines recommends donating $50,000.00 to the West River Revolving Loan Fund from the UDAG Funds and keep the loans.  Varland would like to keep the money and give the loans to WRRLF.  Murray was in agreement to Varland’s idea.  Much discussion was held on losing security in the current loans, whether or not Faith would have a board member if only cash was donated, or if the money could be transferred.  Mayor Haines reiterated that he would like to see cash donated now, see if that generates something for the community, and then go back next year to donate more.  Council tabled the issue upon further investigation on some key questions they had.  Ayres will talk with Greg Bartron and see if he can answer some of these questions.

Revised Employee Handbooks:

Ayres handed out the revised employee handbooks for Council review.  Questions, concerns, and corrections will be addressed at the next meeting.

Elected Officials Workshop:

Mayor Haines informed the Council that this year’s Elected Officials Workshop is on July 18th.  Last year, Mayor Haines and Ayres attended.  Mayor Haines urged all the Councilmembers to attend.  Registration must be in by July 7th.

Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan:

Ayres informed the Council that he had attended a meeting in Union Center with Kathie Grant from Meade County Emergency Management.  He explained that he would be working on this plan during the next few months.  The plan allows the City of Faith to pinpoint certain problem areas that would be affected by a disaster.  He used an example of high winds or tornados damaging phone and electric lines.  By pinpointing these areas and submitting a plan in conjunction with Meade County, the City of Faith would be able to apply for grant money for project to prevent these disasters (i.e. burying the phone lines).  If approved, the grant would pay for 75% of the project costs.  Ayres relayed that this is a good opportunity for Faith.  He will be working with Kathie Grant on this plan.  The plan must be to Ms. Grant before November.

Telephone Meetings in Pierre:

Annual meetings for SDTA, SDN, FRRPA, Express Communications, and LECA will be held on June 23rd and 24th.  Ayres will be attending.  He encouraged any councilmember interest in learning more about what these groups do for us to attend.  Mayor Haines indicated that he would attend.

Tri-County Water Meeting:

Mayor Haines relayed that there is a meeting on June 11, 2003 in Eagle Butte to discuss the future of Tri-County Water.  He explained that this meeting is of great importance and all councilmembers are required to attend.

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Walker to adjourn.  Motion carried.
