The Common Council for the City of Faith, South Dakota met in regular session on October 6, 2004 at 7:00 P.M. in the Community Room of the Community Center. Mayor Haines called the meeting to order, called roll call, and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Council members present:  Inghram, Stocklin, Murray, Clark, and Walker.  Selby arrived at 7:03 P.M.

Others in attendance were:  Arlen Hulm, Gary Drewes, Zane King, Bette Ross, Richard Butler, and Shane Ayres.

Walker made motion, seconded by Inghram to approve the agenda.  Motion carried.

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Inghram to approve the minutes from the September 21, 2004 meeting with the following correction:  Faith Chamber: remove “and kids”.  Motion carried.

Walker made motion, seconded by Stocklin to approve all claims as presented.  Motion carried.

ORDINANCES & RESOLUTIONS:

Ordinance 277:  Extension of Cable Franchise Agreement – 1st Reading:

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Inghram to approve the first reading of Ordinance 277 extending the cable franchise agreement with Midcontinent Communications.  Motion carried.

OTHER MATTERS DISCUSSED:

Fairgrounds Lease:

Arlen Hulm spoke in regards to his 25 years of maintaining the fairgrounds.  In exchange for maintaining the fairgrounds, Mr. Hulm has been allowed to use the land west of the arena.  Stocklin mentioned that there had been some complaints in regards to Mr. Hulm taking care of the fairgrounds.  Mr. Hulm explained that the only time he has not allowed people in the arena is when it is muddy.  He also explained that he supports South Dakota’s number one sport, rodeo, and with the equine law in place is in favor of letting people practice in the arena.  Mayor Haines explained that the two leases, one with Meade County and the other with the Faith Stock Show & Rodeo, Inc., are now void.  Therefore, a new lease with Mr. Hulm needs to be established.  Discussion was held on the idea of keeping the gates locked without a lease.  Council agreed that having someone maintain the fairgrounds does prevent vandalism.  Stocklin would like to work out a lease with Mr. Hulm since he has maintained the fairgrounds for over 25 years and would still like to continue to do so.  Inghram agreed.  The committee will meet to develop a lease.

Insurance Quotes:

Richard Butler and Bette Ross from Butler Insurance presented two quotes for liability and auto insurance.  The quote from The St. Paul was $32,913.00 and the quote from Continental Western was for $35,344.00.  These quotes excluded coverage for the Fire and Ambulance Departments.  The quote from Continental Western for the EMS/Fireman’s PAK was $7,520.00.

Gary Drewes from the South Dakota Public Assurance Alliance presented a quote for liability and auto coverage for $39,819.00.  After both presentations, Council discussed the differences in the deductibles and coverage.  Since a decision needs to be made tonight on which quote to accept, Mayor Haines made it clear to both agencies that next year’s quotes must be in by September 1st.  

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Inghram to continue insurance services through Butler Insurance.  Mayor Haines called for a roll call vote.  Inghram –yes, Stocklin – yes, Murray – no, Walker – no, Clark – yes, Selby – yes.  Motion carried.

Inghram made motion, seconded by Stocklin to accept the quote from Continental Western for liability and auto insurance with the Fire/EMT PAK.  Motion carried.

Zane King – Landfill:

Mayor Haines explained to Mr. King that the Council has some questions before authorizing the use of the City Landfill to dispose of carcasses.  The main concern was how much he would haul to the landfill, since the maximum tonnage allowed for all waste is 500 ton per year.  Mr. King explained that the unusable parts of two animals would be hauled out there per day or approximately 160 ton per year.  The blood would have to be disposed of another way.  Council discussed entering into a contract with Mr. King on the disposal of waste that would include maintaining and liming the pits and disposal fees.  The purpose of the meeting is to determine if the City would approve accepting the waste since Mr. King needs a letter of approval for funding purposes.  Stocklin made motion, seconded by Clark to draft a letter of approval to allow Zane King to use the City of Faith Landfill to dispose of animal wastes with the condition that a contract for use of the landfill will be entered into at a later date.  Motion carried.

Water Tower Quote:

Ayres explained that Maguire Iron, Inc. had submitted the breakdown of their quote for labor and paint as follows:  $5,000.00 labor and $2,500.00 paint.  Insurance has paid a portion of the value and will reimburse the rest when the painting is complete.  Selby made motion, seconded by Stocklin to accept the quote to paint the water tower of $7,500.00 from Maguire Iron, Inc.  Motion carried.  Ayres inquired about what colors the Council would prefer to paint the tower.  Stocklin made motion, seconded by Clark to paint the water tower a light tan with red lettering.  Motion carried.

Driver’s Licensing Agreement:

Council reviewed an agreement with the State of South Dakota to continue to provide driver’s licensing in Faith.  Inghram made motion, seconded by Clark to approve the agreement to provide driver’s licensing in Faith.  Motion carried.

Amick Sound Proposal:

Ayres informed that he had asked for a proposal from Amick Sound to provide a digital voice dialer for the Community Center Fire Alarm System.  The dialer would call the Faith Police Department if there were a fire versus calling a service agency, which would have a monthly service fee.  The cost to install the voice dialer is $675.00.  Inghram made motion, seconded by Murray to accept the proposal from Amick Sound to install the voice dialer.  Motion carried.  

Executive Session – Possible Litigation:

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Walker to retire to executive session at 10:06 P.M. to discuss possible litigation.  Motion carried.

Walker made motion, seconded by Stocklin to return to regular session at 10:18 P.M.  Motion carried.

Items Discussed (No Action Taken):

Mayor Haines, Murray, Stocklin and Walker all attended a Highway 212 Association meeting in Faulkton.  The purpose of the meeting was to promote cities along Highway 212.  Murray informed that the association will not officially get back together, but they are looking to create a tourist guide and each city can contribute $200-$300 in order to be part of the guide.    Mayor Haines suggested that this could be an opportunity to promote Sue and the Ice House.  Businesses in Faith may want to contribute as well.  As of now, the Highway 212 promotion can participate in the State Tourist Guide for $2,500.00 per page that can be split between all of the cities.  If Faith would like to participate, confirmation needs to be complete by December 1st.


Murray asked about charging fees for volleyball and basketball adult leagues.  Currently there is no set fee.  Murray believes that the leagues should be able to use the gym as long as the lights are turned off and the floor is kept clean.  Selby would like to see no fees charged for leagues, however, for tournaments there should be a fee.  The idea of a donation box was discussed in order to offset expenses for heating, lights, and cleaning.

Stocklin asked about what Chamber had planned for New Year’s Day.  They had asked to use the gym for Casino Night and wanted to know if they could serve alcohol.  Council thought it was a good idea, but did not want alcohol being served if kids were involved in the activities.  Ayres informed that Chamber is no longer interested in having the activities in the Community Center.

Ayres informed that there is a MRES Policymakers Dinner and Discussion in Pierre on October 21 from 5:00 P.M. until 8:00 P.M.  If anyone would like to attend, please let the office know.

Ayres informed that he had just received a letter from Mel Dutton, Faith School CEO, inquiring about the costs for janitorial services at the Community Center.  He would like to see what the costs were to janitor the Community Center and adjust the lease with the City if the cost is less than the contract amount of $9,500.00 per year.  Ayres will gather costs for the next meeting.

Ayres informed that a group of nine individuals: Robin Jones, Reid Palmer, Patrick Spethman, Dan Sonnek, Jerry Spethman, Scott Sandal, Scott Norberg, Max Schochenmaier, and himself, traveled to Washington D.C. on September 21 – 22 to meet with governmental officials.  The group met with representatives from Senator Daschle’s and Senator Johnson’s offices, the Department of Energy (DOE), the National Science Foundation (NSF), American Wind Energy Association (AWEA), the USDA Rural Development Office, and the Legislative Director for Representative Herseth.  The concept of the project was received favorably and it is just a matter of finding the right program with the right language to fit the City/School partnership.  The Department of Energy was receptive, but stated that their priorities are in the areas of technical assistance and research.  AWEA is a lobbying organization and works with both the DOE and Congress.  The Office of Rural Development does have loan and grant programs, but a technical amendment would be required to include municipalities as eligible recipients for funding.  NSF was particularly interested in the educational component and would like a narrative written to explain the project’s vision and goals.  NSF does have grant funds for lab equipment, research, and programmatic areas.  Congressional staffers are pursuing funding options for the project.  It appears the funding for construction and the educational component will be requested from multiple sources.  Although no firm commitments were made, the project is moving forward, and the viability of the Fox Ridge Wind Farm was confirmed. 

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Inghram to adjourn.  Motion carried.
