Council member Murray introduced the following resolution and moved its adoption:

WHEREAS, the United States of America and the State of South Dakota have authorized the making of grants from the Land and Water Conservation Fund (LWCF) to public bodies to aid in financing the acquisition and/or construction of specific public outdoor recreation projects;

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED:

1. That Finance Officer Shane Ayres is hereby authorized to execute and file an application on behalf of the City of Faith with the National Park Service, U.S. Department of the Interior, through the State of South Dakota, Department of Game, Fish and Parks, Division of Parks and Recreation, for an LWCF grant to aid in financing the Prairie Oasis Sports Complex & Park for the City of Faith, South Dakota and its Environs.

2. That Shane Ayres, Finance Officer is hereby authorized and directed to furnish such information as the above mentioned federal and/or state agencies may reasonably request in connection with the application which is hereby authorized to be filed.

3. That the City of Faith shall provide 50% of the total cost of the project; and will assume all responsibility in the operation and maintenance of the project upon completion of construction, for the reasonable life expectancy of the facility.

4. That the City of Faith shall dedicate for park and recreation purposes in perpetuity, of for the length of the lease if land is leased, the real property identified in the authorized application.

The motion for the adoption of the foregoing resolution was duly seconded by Council member Walker and upon roll call vote the following voted in favor thereof:  Stocklin, Murray, Varland, Walker, and Harper

and the following voted against the same: Inghram.

Scott Norberg – Building Project:

Mr. Norberg reviewed the week’s progress on the community building.  Roofing is in progress and brick work is beginning.  The heating & cooling units should be here next week and sheet rock for the restrooms should also begin.  Mr. Norberg presented a pay estimate for the building progress as follows:

Mr. Norberg explained that there is an outstanding issue with Fabcon, Inc. that needs to be taken care of before they are paid.  Stocklin made motion, seconded by Walker to approve the pay estimate and to hold payment on Fabcon, Inc. until the issue is resolved.  Motion carried.

7:30 P.M. – Open Garbage Transportation Bids:

Mayor Haines opened and read the following bids:

Heartland Waste Management:

Furnish “transfer station” or “roll off” at Faith Restricted Use Solid Waste Facility:  not applicable.

Transportation of trash from Faith Restricted Use Solid Waste Facility of a State approved and permitted landfill:  $1,350.00 per month.


Bridge City Sanitation:

Furnish “transfer station” or “roll off” at Faith Restricted Use Solid Waste Facility:  not applicable.

Transportation of trash from Faith Restricted Use Solid Waste Facility of a State approved and permitted landfill:  $2,170.00 per month.

Kent Mauck – Heartland Waste Management:

Discussion was held on the bid specification and form.  Mr. Verhulst relayed that the specifications present some confusion on what the City wants bid.  He bid picking up the trash in town and taking it to a certified landfill.  Neither he nor Heartland Waste bid supplying a transfer station or roll off.  Mayor Haines explained that this contract is for transportation only not pick up; there is already a contract for garbage pick up.  Discussion was held on whether or not a transfer station had to be bid.  

Walker made motion, seconded by Murray to retire to executive session at 7:40 P.M. Stocklin, Inghram, and Varland voted no.  Mayor Haines voted yes.  Motion carried.

Walker made motion, seconded by Murray to return to regular session at 8:10 P.M.  Motion carried.

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Walker to accept the bid from Heartland Waste Management for $1,350.00 for the transportation of garbage.  Motion carried.

There was some discussion about whether Heartland Waste Management had an advantage over other contractors.  Mayor Haines relayed that this situation is a result of Faith discontinuing membership with NWSD Regional Landfill Association.  He explained that any interested contractors had an equal opportunity to bid.  The two contracts will expire at the same time in February of 2006; therefore, only one contract will be bid out then.  

Butler Insurance – Liability Quote:

Ms. Butler explained the liability insurance coverage through St. Paul.  Mr. Butler relayed that this was the only insurance company willing to give a quote since Faith’s fire rating is a 10.  They introduced Russ Hendrix to the Council who has submitted a quote for the Fire and EMS portions of the insurance through Continental Western Insurance Co.  He explained the policy and the additional benefits.  He assured the Council that he is willing to work to get the Fire Rating improved to a 7 or 8.  The quote for the combined insurances was $35,640.00 without the terrorism coverage.  This quote is $1,164.00 more that the quote submitted from the liability pool.  Inghram made motion, seconded by Harper to accept the quote from St. Paul and Continental Western Insurance Company for $35,640.00.  Motion carried.

Ace Inghram:

Mr. Ingrham inquired about the City’s progress in determining the land it owns at Durkee Lake.  There has been no action on this issue for some time.  He believes that the City owns about 240 acres that another landowner is using.  He presented deeds and documentation to support his findings.  He is concerned about the situation this could cause between the City and the landowner, but would like to see the City secure it’s land because it is the people’s land.  Mayor Haines will visit with the city attorney on this matter.  Mr. Inghram would like to see some immediate action on this issue.

Ride Along Program – Addition to Police Manual”

Council feels that a notary seal should be on the form.  Topic was tabled until Mr. Bogue can review it.  

Contract for DSL Service:

Murray made motion, seconded by Stocklin to approve signing the agreement for DSL services with Golden West Communications for a renewable one-year term.  Motion carried.

Arrears List:

Council reviewed and discussed the Arrears List.  

Committee Reports:

Library:  Varland explained that the roof is leaking at the library and Albright Construction will be fixing it as soon as they have free time from the community building project.  Toni Vance has resigned from the advisory committee and Sharon Anderson will be resigning also.  Tina Ayres has agreed to become a trustee and Dorothy Enos will serve on the advisory committee.  Meeting times have been changed to 3:30 P.M.

Police:  Stocklin informed that the Chief of Police will obtain council approval before any more purchases are made; referring to the $195.00 phone that was charged to the credit card.  

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Walker to adjourn.  Motion carried.
