OTHER MATTERS DISCUSSED:

Merle Vig – Water Line Assessment:

Mr. Vig gave the Council estimates on the footage of the property that is being sold to 

James Inghram.  Total property footage is about 1200 ft. and Mr. Inghram is purchasing 

about 1/3 of it.  Clifton made motion, seconded by Severyn to reimburse Mr. Vig for 2/3 

of this original water line assessment.  Clifton – yes,  Inghram – no.  Murray – no.  

Severyn – no.  Stocklin – no.  Lightfield – no.  Motion failed.  Murray made motion, 

seconded by Stocklin to go with the Utilities Committee’s recommendation of no 

reimbusement.  Stocklin – yes.  Severyn – yes. Lightfield – yes. Clifton – no. Murray – 

yes.  Inghram – no. Motion carried.

Approve Linda Olson’s 2003 wage:

Ayres informed the Council that the Library Board had approved giving Linda Olson an 

increase of fifty cents per hour in 2003.  Murray made motion, seconded by Clifton to 

approve paying Linda Olson $6.70 per hour.  Motion carried.

Faith Education Foundation:


Morris Gustafson, Robin Jones, and Reid Palmer addressed the Council on behalf of the 

Faith Education Foundation.  Mr. Gustafson informed the Council that the Foundation is 

still going through its organizational stages.  It is a local organization that will be made 

up of a board separate from the School Board.  It will operate under the umbrella of the 

Oahe Foundation.  Mr. Gustafson stated that they had come to answer questions that the 

Council may have since at a prior meeting a donation from Faith Long Distance was 

discussed.  Discussion was held on how a yearly donation from Faith Long Distance 

would be allocated.  Stocklin asked what the primary needs of the school are.  Mr. 

Gustafson believes teacher pay and a new building are among the top two priorities.  

Scholarships were also discussed.  The conclusion made was that it is up to the Council if 

they want to restrict the donations or let the Foundation Board decided how the money is 

used.  Or they can restrict a portion and let the Foundation oversee the rest.  Mayor 

Haines deferred a decision to the Utilities Committee.  Lastly, Mr. Palmer asked the 

Council to contact them if they have any recommendations as to who could serve on the 

Foundation Board.

Building Project:


Ayres informed the Council about a financing method called a lease purchase to help 

build the community building.  The amount to finance through the lease purchase would 

be $1,000,000.00 on a 15 year payment schedule with a balloon payment in 2018.  Ayres 

presented a cash flow model to show how the payments could be made from the first 

penny sales tax and the money from the school.  A contingency would be to use 

Community Development Funds.  Inghram made motion, seconded by Murray to proceed 

with the lease purchase to finance the building.  Motion carried.

Arrears List:


Council reviewed and discussed the Arrears List.

Committee Reports:

Police:  Stocklin brought to the Council’s attention that the dispatchers were only being paid a rate based on their daily wage.  Stocklin made motion, seconded by Clifton to pay the full daily wage to the dispatchers on driver’s licensing days.  Motion carried.

Stocklin then presented the new policy on the portable road spikes.  Stocklin made motion, seconded by Lightfield to approve the update for the use of the road spikes to the Police Policy and Procedures Manual.  Motion carried.

Utilities:  Donn Dupper explained that with the replacement of the shop roof, the Council should consider replacing the furnance on the west side of the shop also.  The east side does need to be replace also.  Mr. Dupper has sought a quote from Afdahl’s Appliances which is $2,100.00 installed.  He will get another one from Dave Fisher.  Clifton made motion, seconded by Inghram to go ahead and install a new furnance upon receiving 

another quote at Mr. Dupper’s discretion.  Motion carried.

Mayor Haines would like Mr. Dupper to look into quotes for a wacker packer.

Clifton had visited with Gordie Collins about installing a fiber ring in Faith.  Mr. Collins had toured CRST Telephone Co. and the way they operate is with fiber with hard wire to each individual house.  Cost-wise, it is comparable to co-axial cable.  Clifton suggested that this is the way to go for Faith.

Streets:  Clifton said the streets are looking good.  He inquired about purchasing more chips before fuel prices go up.

Mayor Haines and Mr. Dupper will be going to Pierre tomorrow to see how the bid letting goes on the HWY 212 and Main Street/Sale Barn Projects.

Cemetery:  Inghram would like to see more trees planted at the cemetery if the weather is not as dry this year.  Stocklin informed that he can get a variety of trees through the Turkey Federation; he just needs to know how many and what kind within the next month.

Clifton made motion, seconded by Lightfield to adjourn.  Motion carried.
