The Common Council for the City of Faith, South Dakota met in regular session on March 4, 2003 at 7:00 P.M. in the Council Room of the Municipal Building. Mayor Haines called the meeting to order, called roll call, and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Council members present:  Stocklin, Murray, Clifton, Inghram, Severyn, and Lightfield.

Others in attendance were:  Donn Dupper, Kris Escott, Ann Varland, Mike Fisher, Curt Nehlich, and Shane Ayres.

Clifton made motion, seconded by Inghram to approve the agenda.  Motion carried.

Lightfield made motion, seconded by Clifton to approve the minutes from the February 18, 2003 meeting.  Motion carried.

ORDINANCES & RESOLUTIONS:

Clifton introduced the following resolution and moved for it’s adoption:

Resolution 03-04-03-01

Credit Card Acquisition and Use Policy

Whereas:  The City of Faith Common Council has determined that the City has a need for a credit card as authorized by SDCL 4-3-27,

Now Therefore, Be It Resolved that the Finance Officer, Utility Foreman, Chief of Police, Part-Time Police Officer, and Ambulance Director (herein and after referred to as the “designated official”) are hereby authorized to acquire and use credit cards for the purchase of certain necessities on behalf of and for the benefit of the City of Faith, in accordance with the policies set out below.

The credit card shall only be used for the purchase of meeting registration, motel room payment, or other purchases that can not be accomplished by the issuance of a purchase order and billed directly to the city to be processed in the normal warrant process, unless it is more economically advantageous to pay by credit card.

The card may be used to pay for preauthorized purchases though the internet, if it is the only means of payment accepted by the vendor.

All purchases in excess of $500.00 must be preapproved by the City Council.

The card may only be used to purchase gas/fuel for city owned vehicles.  If the card is used to purchase gas/fuel for a private vehicle used on approved travel, the mileage allowance will not be paid for that trip.

The card may not be used to pay for meals that qualify for reimbursement through per diem or for any item which does not directly benefit the City of Faith.

The credit card shall remain in the custody of the designated official at all times, except when entrusted to an employee of an authorized use.

In all cases where the credit card is used by any city employee, the card shall immediately be returned to the designated official, along with a copy of the receipt, and an invoice or other documentation stating what the card was used for.

In cases where the credit card is issued to the police department or ambulance service, the credit card is to remain locked in the patrol car or ambulance along with a log book to verify purchases and to secure receipts.  

The designated person shall immediately verify the purchase was necessary and to the benefit of the City of Faith and submit the invoice or receipt to the Finance Office by the next business day.

Any perks, credits, or items of value earned because of the use of said cards shall only be used for the benefit of the city and not for that of any employee.

The credit card may not be used for the purchase of personal items.  Any violation in this regard may be grounds for termination.

Seconded by Lightfield.  Motion carried.

OTHER MATTERS DISCUSSED:

Post Prom:

Kris Escott addressed the Council on behalf of the Post Prom Committee.  The Council in the past has given a donation of $500.00 and she would appreciate a donation this year.  Inghram made motion, seconded by Clifton to donate $500.00 from the Community Development Fund to the Post Prom Committee.  Motion carried.

Ann Varland:

Ms. Varland informed the Council that at the last Stock Show meeting Dean 

Wink, Meade County Commissioner, would like to have a meeting in Faith.  She asked the Council for any suggestions.  Discussion was held on where and when to have the meeting.  It was determined that August 5th at the Frontier Room would be the best.  Ms. Varland will work with Dean Wink and the Faith Chamber on setting up the Meade County Commissioners meeting.

City Shop:

Donn Dupper updated the Council on the work being done to fix the roof at the City Shop.  He has obtained an estimate to repair the rest of the roof for $7,250.88 for materials.  He believes that the total cost to repair the roof will be about $14,000.00 with labor as compared to a quote received a few years back for $26,000.00.  Discussion was held on furnaces and heaters.  Dupper informed that he did accept a quote from Dave Fisher for a furnace for $1,300.00.  Clifton made motion, seconded by Lightfield to approve fixing the rest of the shop roof with the funds coming out of the Fixed Asset Fund.  Motion carried.  Council agreed to have Mr. Dupper look into quotes on heaters for the shop.

7:30 P.M. – Hearing for Off Sale Malt Beverage License for Farmers Union Oil Co.:

Mayor Haines allowed for those for the issuance of the license to speak.  Curt Nehlich spoke for the issuance.  He relayed to the Council that he has had a license in Dupree for 18 years and has had no violations.

No individuals spoke against the issuance of the license.  Murray made motion, seconded by Stocklin to approve the issuance of the license to Farmers Union Oil Co.  Mayor Haines called for a roll call vote.  Inghram – no.  Severyn – yes.  Clifton – no.  Lightfield – no.  Stocklin – yes.  Murray – yes.  Mayor Haines broke the tie by voting yes.  Motion carried.

Unaudited Financial Statements Year Ending December 31, 2002:

Ayres presented the 2002 Unaudited Financial Statements.  Council reviewed the statements.  Concerns were addressed regarding the Sewer, Electric, Liquor, and Solid Waste Funds.  With Western Area Power Association raising their rates by 13.2% in October of 2003, Council would like a resolution adjusting electric rates at the next meeting in order to sustain cash reserves and transfers to the General Fund.  Sewer rates were also discussed.  Council would like a resolution adjusting sewer rates at the next meeting.  Lightfield made motion, seconded by Clifton to approve the 2002 Unaudited Financial Statements.   Motion carried.

Executive Session – Personnel:

Clifton made motion, seconded by Lightfield to retire to executive session at 8:30 P.M. to discuss personnel.  Motion carried.

Clifton made motion, seconded by Severyn to return to regular session at 9:40 P.M.  Motion carried.

Clifton made motion, seconded by Severyn to approve giving Chuck Jones a $1.00 per hour raise to an hourly wage of $9.00 per hour.  Motion carried.

Lightfield made motion, seconded by Clifton to adjourn.  Motion carried.
