Inghram made a motion, seconded by Fisher to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Karaoke – February 14:
Becker made a motion, seconded by Fisher to approve the Lone Tree Bar to have Karaoke on February 14, 2009 at $350.00.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Approval of Hanging Longhorn Picture:
Inghram stated that in 1982, an artist, Tom Ricker donated to the school cooks a painted longhorn that hung in the lunchroom since the donation.  She asked the school if it would be possible to have it placed in the Community Center for everyone to enjoy.  Mr. Dutton told her it would be fine as long as it is visible to the public.  Mr. Dutton had it in the school office and Inghram picked it up from him and it is now at her house until it is ready to be placed in the Community Center.  Inghram would like to see it placed above the new trophy cases, but would leave it up to the Council to see where they would like to see it placed. Fisher made a motion, seconded by Inghram to approve to advertise for a full time Ambulance Paramedic/EMT-B/EMT-I/EMT-B.  Salary negotiable.  To be advertised also in statewide.  Closing date when filled.  Motion carried.
Discussion of Hiring Part Time Law Enforcement:

Afdahl made a motion, seconded by Fisher to approve to advertise for a Part Time Police Officer during the absence of the police officers.  Motion carried.

Part Time Police Wages:

Maxwell made a motion, seconded by Fisher to add to the Part Time Police wages from the minutes of December 30, 2008 $7.25 an hour up to eight hours and then it would be a day rate instead at $85.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Arlen Frankfurth Vacation Days:
Arlen Frankfurth was not able to take all of his vacation days.  In 2007 he lost 8 ¼ days and in 2008 he lost 8 ¾ days.  The committee’s recommendation is to any City employee who has lost vacation time in 2008, contact the City Council to be granted time back or to be paid for loss time by July 1, 2009.  Fisher made motion, seconded by Maxwell to approve the committee’s recommendation.  Five yes votes.  Collins – no.  Motion carried.
Mayor Haines recessed the Council until 9:00 PM. 

Fisher made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to adjourn.  Motion carried.
