Fairgrounds:

Mayor Haines made a statement that we need to do things together.  Some groups are concerned of the multipurpose use of the arena and the gym of the Community Center are limited.  The demolation derby seemed to be a success and he would like to see other things go on in the arena and gym. 

Inghram stated the committee had met and the Stock Show asked if maybe the City could jointly own and manage the fairgrounds together.  Bogue stated he would strongly recommend being against it.
