Approval of Bartenders:
Rasmussen made a motion, seconded by Becker to approve Melodee Inghram and Paul Peterson as fill in bartenders at $8.00 an hour.  Motion carried.

LouAnn Steen:
LouAnn Steen approached the Council about a cleaning deposit not being returned.  Afdahl stated he was standing firm on the Building Committee's decision on not returning the deposit due to straw being under the bleachers and under the mat that the janitor had to clean up.  LouAnn stated that they were told they did not have to take up the mats so didn't know there was straw there and didn't have access to push the bleachers back.  Bobby Knight was also called and she verified what they actually had cleaned.  After much discussion, Maxwell made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to stand behind the committee's decision.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Lake Land:
Discussion was held in regards to City land at Durkee Lake.

Daycare:
The Daycare submitted a letter on what the plan is to get the Daycare operating again.  The following people are on the board:  Fred Hulm, LouAnn Steen, Michelle Becker, Renae Simonson, Glen Haines, Reed Henschel and Sara Antrim.  Afdahl made a motion, seconded by Rasmussen to give $5,000 to the Daycare.  Afdahl and Rasmussen – yes.  Maxwell, Inghram and Becker – no.  Motion failed.  Maxwell made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to give the Daycare $2,000 this
year and reduce 2008's budget from $5,000 to $3,000.  Inghram – no.  Maxwell, Becker, Afdahl and Rasmussen – yes.  Motion carried.

Executive Session:
Inghram made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to retire to executive session at 9:00 PM to discuss possible litigation.  Motion carried.

Mayor Haines declared the Council out of executive session at 9:15 PM.

2006 Financials:

Inghram made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to approve the 2006 Financials.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Arrears List:  


Council discussed and reviewed the arrears list.

Restricted Use Sites Fees:

After a recent State inspection of the restricted use site and people abusing the use of the landfill, a landfill meeting was held.  A new lock was installed with only three keys made:  one for Heartland, one for the City Office and one for Jim Crockford, landfill operator.  The committee recommended the following:

Restricted Use Site Fees:

The following fees will be in effect as of September 18, 2007 for dumping waste at the Restricted Use Site.

Open Saturday’s from 8am-4 pm and during Mountain Daylight Savings Time from 8am-2pm.

New Fees: Monday – Friday during office hours the fee will be $10. You will pay at the Finance Office and show your receipt to the City employee accompanying you to the Restricted Use Site. There will be a $30 fee for after business hours, holiday’s, Saturday after the landfill is closed or on Sunday’s. A City employee will have to accompany you to the site.  Disposal of a dead animal after business hours will be $10 to get to the site with a City employee and $10 for the disposal.      

Anyone illegally dumping near the landfill will be fined $100 for the first offense and $500 for second offense.    

Becker made a motion, seconded by Rasmussen to adopt the recommendations of the Landfill Committee.  All yes votes.   Motion carried.

Becker made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to adjourn.  Motion carried.
