Ordinance 276:  2005 Appropriation Ordinance – 1st Reading:

Inghram made motion, seconded by Clark to approve the first reading of Ordinance 276 entitled “2005 Appropriation Ordinance”. Motion carried.

Transfers:

Murray introduced the following resolution and moved for its adoption:

The July revenues were $131,984.19 and the July expenditures were $131,831.93.

OTHER MATTERS DISCUSSED:

Visitors:

Robin Jones asked the Council about signing of some resolutions that were drafted in regards to the Wind Turbine Project.  Mayor Haines explained that there is still some verbage in the resolutions that the Council is not comfortable with and they would like Mr. Bogue and Ms. Schochemaier to work on the resolutions together.

Scott Vance – Auction Barn Planning Grant:

Mr. Vance explained that there is a grant available to municipalities with an auction barn that would allow for an engineering study to be done in order to take care of the water runoff from the sale barn.  One possible option is to run the runoff into the City sewer system.  The cost of the engineering study quoted by Brosz Engineering would not exceed $7,000.00.  The grant would pay for 60% of the cost.  Mr. Vance would like the City to apply for the grant and the Sale Barn would pay for the portion not covered by the grant.  Murray made motion, seconded by Walker to apply for the grant through DENR with the condition that Faith Livestock would pay for the difference for the study.  Motion carried.

Allotment for Travel to Washington D.C.:

Mayor Haines informed that travel plans will be made in order for individuals to go to Washington D.C.  Representatives from the City and School will be going as well as the engineer, grant writer, and bond council.  Ayres relayed that Ms. Schochemaier had estimated the travel costs to be about $20,000.00 for an estimated 4 trips to Washington D.C. before the end of the year.  The initial trip would be the most costly with about 7 individuals going.  Discussion was held on costs and what funds to use.  Murray made motion, seconded by Clark to allot $10,000.00 at this time from the Community Development Fund for travel costs to Washington D.C.  Inghram – no.  Motion carried.

Replacement Parts for Surplus Motor:

Mayor Haines relayed that Merle Vig had come to pick up the motor and that the starter and alternator were missing.  Murray explained that Mr. Vig had come to him and asked what the City could do.  Mr. Dupper explained to the Council that when Mr. Vig had come to pick it up he told him that if he did not want it, he should not take it.  But, he took it knowing the parts were missing.  Discussion was held on the circumstances surrounding the sale of the motor.  Mr. Dupper estimated that the motor is worth between two to three thousand dollars with the parts missing.  Mr. Bogue explained that he did take it as is, but the Council could offer to take it back within a set amount of time.  Murray made motion, seconded by Selby to notify Mr. Vig verbally that the City will take the motor back within five days or he keeps it as is.  Motion carried.

Executive Session – Personnel and Possible Litigation:

Walker made motion, seconded by Murray to retire to executive session at 7:39 P.M. for personnel and possible litigation.  Motion carried.

Selby made motion, seconded by Clark to return to regular session at 8:57 P.M.  Murray – no.  Motion carried.

Selby made motion, seconded by Murray to accept the recommendation of Donn Dupper to offer a full time position of Utility III to Chuck Jones with a starting salary of $20,000.00 with benefits contingent upon his completion of CDL.  Standard probationary period applies.  Motion carried.

Close Street North of School:

Mayor Haines had discussed with Mr. Dupper closing the Fifth Street off between the Library and Second Avenue West off five days a week from 8 AM until 4 PM.  He explained that it would make it safe for kids to cross the street to go to lunch and recess.  Walker made motion, seconded by Selby to close Fifth Street off between the Library and Second Avenue West from 8 AM until 4 PM, Monday through Friday.  Motion carried.

Committee Reports:

Liquor:  Mayor Haines explained that he had received a bill for the use of the building during Stock Show.  He also said he is willing to use the deposit to clean the gym and estimates a cost of $140.00 to do so.  Walker made motion to help with ½ of the cleaning bill.  Mayor Haines would like more help than just the cleaning.  Walker relayed that more people could have been involved in the partnership and that the loss would not have been so great.  Mayor Haines believes the City is the only one that benefited from the event in the form of sales tax and liquor proceeds.  He asked who is responsible for inspecting the building to determine when a deposit is not reimbursed.  Ayres suggested setting up some guidelines.  Mr. Bogue explained that it is unfortunate that no guidelines where set before the event, but would agree that good guidelines need to be established when renting the building.  Mayor Haines explained that a motion is on the floor.  Walker retracted his motion.  

Murray informed that he has looked into getting a fryer for the bar at a cost of $1800.  The company would provide 14 cases of product with the fryer.  He believes it would be a good draw for the bar.  Inghram agreed.  Discussion was held on whether the liquor committee has approved this, if employees are in favor of it, and whether the purchase could be approved in committee reports.  Ayres explained that action has been taken in prior committee reports and that it is the Council decision whether action is taken tonight or not.  Murray made motion, seconded by Inghram to purchase the fryer for the bar.  Motion carried.  

Streets:  Selby asked about the next step in abating nuisance properties.  A follow up should be done.

Police:  Chief Frankfurth explained that Rick has gone through the car that was purchased from federal surplus and there was an oil leak.  He has taken the car back to have federal surplus fix the problem.  Other than that, everything should be good and light bars will be put on it as soon as it is back.

Ambulance:  Chief Frankfurth explained that the EMT Conference is coming up at the end of October.

Building:  Mayor Haines explained that at the last meeting a decision was not made in regards to setting up tables and chairs for funerals.  He suggests charging a $50.00 fee to set up what tables and chairs the city has on hand.  Some discussion was held, but no decision was made.

Inghram made motion, seconded by Walker to adjourn.  Motion carried.
