The Common Council for the City of Faith, South Dakota met in special session on March 21, 2005 at 7:00 P.M. in the Community Room of the Community Center to sit as the local board of equalization. Mayor Haines called the meeting to order, called roll call, and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Council members present:  Stocklin, Murray, Inghram, Selby, Walker and Clark.

School Board members present:  Greg Fisher.

Others in attendance were:  Debbie Brown, Yvonne McGinnis, Rick Boyer, James and Melodee Inghram.

Yvonne McGinnis appeared before the Board regarding Parcel No. 02.52.02.06 which is Butler Addition, Lot 6, Block 2.  She requested that the property value be lowered based upon what the Bank had told her what the property was worth.  Currently the property is valued at $42,430.00 of which $3,000.00 is land and $39,430.00 is the building.  She requested that the total be lowered to $27,000.00.    Inghram made motion, seconded by Stocklin to lower the building value to $37,430.00, making the total value $40,430.00.  Motion carried.  

Yvonne McGinnis appeared before the Board regarding Parcel No. 02.52.02.07 which is Butler Addition, Lot 7, Block 2.  She requested that the property value be lowered.  

The lot is valued at $40 per square front footage and that is the same throughout for the south part of town, so nothing can be done to lower the land portion.  Walker made motion, seconded by Murray to not change the lot value.  Motion carried.

Rick Boyer appeared before the Board regarding Parcel No. 02.50.24.01 which is Lot 1, Block 4.  He requested that the land value be lowered.  Currently the property is valued at $2,205.00 and Rick is requesting it to be $1,500.00.  The lot is valued at $30 per square front footage and that is the same throughout for the north part of town, so nothing can be done to lower the land value.  Walker made motion, seconded by Murray to not change the lot value. Inghram – no.  Motion carried.

Council discussed and directed Debbie Brown to ask the Director of Equalization why the north part of town was valued differently than the south part of town and see if they can redo it so the values were all the same.

James and Melodee Inghram appeared before the Board regarding Parcel No. 02.51.00.05 which is Baxter Addition Tract 5. They requested to lower the older mobile home value from $14, 860.00 to zero due to it not being worth anything and they are tearing it down this spring or summer.  Walker made motion, seconded by Murray to change the value to $0 if it was torn down or moved within one year.  Inghram abstained.  Motion carried.

Some questions were noted and Debbie Brown was directed to call the Director of Equalization.

Walker made motion, seconded by Inghram to adjourn.  Motion Carried.
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
