Budget Discussion:

Second reading of the Ordinance has been held off until the October 5, 2010 meeting due to waiting for some further information on revenue and expenditures in some funds.

Extending Airport Hangar Lease:

Hangar leases were twenty five year long leases and they are starting to come due, but in the current lease, the language does not state renewable.  The City Attorney stated we could change all of them at the same time or wait until each of these come due.  Mayor Haines referred this to the Airport Committee.

Fair Labor Standards Handbook:

City Attorney wondered if the City would pay for $200 of the $299 books that updates would be received on and the book would be kept at his office.  Council agreed not to.

Faith Area Historical Society:

Arlyce Krause sent a note to the City, but could not attend due to illness asking for $226 that is needed to pay for insurance.  Rasmussen made a motion, seconded by Inghram to donate the $226 to the Faith Area Historical Society as this was an item that the Chamber of Commerce normally would have paid.  Three yes votes.  Spencer and Becker – no.  Motion failed.

Fund Raiser Committee for the Faith School:

The City of Faith is waiting on some information as to if the City can donate to the Fund Raiser Committee.  Much discussion was held in regards to different ideas of funding.  Council will let the Committee know when they have found some information out.
Faith Website – Adding Fund Raising Happenings link to the Website:

Nancy Reimer currently takes care of the City’s website and wondered if it would be possible to have a link off of the City’s website to some of the happenings of the Fund Raising Committee.  Council all agreed it would be fine.

Drilling is to possibly start the second week of October.

Ambulance District:

Berndt made a motion, seconded by Becker to join the Ambulance District (Tri County Ambulance District).  All yes votes.  Motion carried.   A map needs to be sent to Brosz to do the boundaries.
Jay Springman – Meetings:

Jay Springman is going back to Arkansas to move the rest of their belongings back to Faith since they have sold their property in Arkansas.  In the Home Rule Charter you can not miss three consecutive meetings without being excused.  Becker made a motion, seconded by Spencer to excuse Jay Springman’s absence.  Motion carried.
Surplus Property:
Becker made a motion, seconded by Inghram to declare two non working vacuums and a vanity as surplus property and to appoint Fred Hulm, Donn Dupper and Dan Noland as appraisers and advertise items to be sold.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.  

Use of Gym for Craft Fair:
Becker made a motion, seconded by Berndt to approve the use of the gym for the Craft Fair hosted by the City.  Motion carried.

Temporary Liquor License – NRA Meeting:

Becker made a motion, seconded by Berndt to approve the Temporary Liquor License for the NRA Meeting to be held in the gym on October 23, 2010.  Three yes votes.  Spencer and Inghram – no.  Motion fails.
