ORDINANCES & RESOLUTIONS:

Ordinance 276:  2005 Appropriation Ordinance – 2nd Reading:

Council reviewed and discussed the budget.  Ayres presented requests from Two Rivers Mental Health and Chemical Dependency Center and the Faith Education Foundation.  Stocklin made motion, seconded by Murray to approve an allotment of 25% of the 2003 Faith Long Distance proceeds for the Faith Education Foundation in the 2005 Budget.  Motion carried.  

Walker made motion, seconded by Stocklin to approve the second reading of Ordinance 276 entitled “2005 Appropriation Ordinance”. Motion carried.

OTHER MATTERS DISCUSSED:

Visitors:

Kathie Grant from Meade County Emergency Management introduced herself to the Council.  She is the Meade County Emergency Manager and would assist Faith in the event of a disaster.

Doris Frankfurth represented the Faith Senior Center and shared utility costs with the Council.  She asked for help in regards to the utilities.  Currently, the City budgets $1,000 for the Senior Center.  Discussion was held on how the Senior Center is funded and what cost they incur.  Mayor Haines would like to see a breakdown by month of the utility usage.  Council suggested that the Senior Center check to see if it is feasible for them to become self sufficient and break away from Western South Dakota Senior Center.

Bill Hibner – Costs of Concert:

Mr. Hibner informed the Council that the Dustin Evans concert did not do as well as expected and presented a profit/loss statement as follows:  Income:  $5,901.25, Expenses:  $9,093.39, Net Loss:  -$3,192.14.  Council also reviewed a profit/loss statement from the City Liquor Sales with net profit of $1,132.27.  Mr. Hiber asked the Council to share a portion of the loss by dropping the rent, returning the deposit, and giving about $500.00 from the liquor proceeds.  He explained that he and Mayor Haines were willing to stand $1,000.00 loss a piece.  After much discussion was held, Murray made motion, seconded by Walker to drop the rent owed, return the deposit, and pay $550.00 from the liquor proceeds to help in the loss.  Walker explained that next year things should be planned ahead better.  Inghram agreed that things should have been agreed upon beforehand.  Mayor Haines stated that he promoted the concert because it was worth it to see people from the Faith community enjoy themselves.  Mayor Haines called for a vote.  Four yes votes.  Stocklin and Inghram – no.  Motion carried.

Building Permit – Bob Linn:

Bob Linn submitted a building permit on the North ½ Lot 14 and Lots 15, 16, Block 5 for a new building.  He explained to the Council that it would be a new retail business.  Walker made motion, seconded by Selby to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.

Set up Fee for Funerals:

Walker relayed that he believes that the funeral home should hire a person to set up.  The City provides the facility, tables, chairs, and mats.  Mayor Haines explained it takes two people to lay down the mats.  Clark believes that this is part of the funeral homes responsibility also.  Stocklin also sees it as the funeral home paying the City $50.00 to do their job.  Discussion was held with regards to who is responsible for setting up for other functions.  Mayor Haines suggested that perhaps the City should pay someone to be in control of the building to include janitorial and maintenance.  After much discussion, Mayor Haines stated that he believes the City could at least help by setting up for funerals.  Subject was dropped.

Executive Session – Personnel & Possible Litigation:

Murray made motion, seconded by Stocklin to retire to executive session at 7:35 P.M to discuss personnel and possible litigation.  Motion carried.

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Clark to return to regular session at 9:05 P.M.  Motion carried.

South Dakota Municipal League Annual Conference:

Mayor Haines informed that this year’s annual meeting is in Rapid City on October 7th and 8th.  Mayor Haines said he would be going.  Chief Frankfurth and Shane Ayres will be going for Thursday only.

Snow Removal Equipment Building – Airport:

Mayor Haines explained that the City of Faith has been awarded a grant for $25,000 to construct a building for the snow removal equipment.  He would like the Airport Committee to meet on this and create specs.

Other Items (No Action Taken):

Inghram inquired about creating a taxing district for the ambulance service.  Stocklin will contact Dean Wink to see who can help Faith in this matter.

Mayor Haines would like Inghram, Stocklin, and Walker to meet and come up with a recommendation for the Fairgrounds Arena usage and maintenance.

Walker made motion, seconded by Clark to adjourn.  Motion carried.
