OTHER MATTERS DISCUSSED:

Resolution No. 05-18-04-02:  Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan:

Ayres had received a resolution from Meade County Emergency Management approving the Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan.  Council reviewed the plan, but would like some changes made.  Ayres will ask Kathie Grant if changes can be made to the plan now, but suggested that this plan may have already been filed.  Council tabled the resolution until next meeting.

Faith School Board & Scott Norberg:


On behalf of the Faith School Board, Mr. Norberg updated the Council on the progress of the development of a new school.  He presented a plan to the Council.   This plan is about a 6.5 million dollar project with areas such as a theater, library, head start, wind turbine and ag labs available for grants.  Mr. Norberg explained that the wind turbine program could provide revenue to pay a bond on a school.  There is federal money available through the Department of Energy to build wind turbines.  In order to explore the wind turbine program, the School and City would need to work together.  

Mr. Norberg also relayed that the building committee is looking at this site (site of the community center) as a possible site for the new school.  A major reason for the site is the donation of land by the City could be use as a match for grant writing.  Robin Jones explained that the purpose of this meeting is to start conversation between the School and City on the site and wind turbine program.

Mayor Haines voiced concern over the close proximity the Community Center would be to the new school and whether serving alcohol in the Community Center would be an issue.  Mr. Bogue will research this issue more, but Mr. Norberg explained that these would be two separate buildings.  Much discussion was held on the area available near the Community Center for a school and parking.  Mayor Haines relayed that as this project proceeds, the City Council and School Board need to work together.

Pubic Safety Building:


Mayor Haines inquired about a bid date for the new public safety building.  Mr. Norberg explained that the design should be complete and turned in to the Governor’s Office for grant reviews by the 14th of June.  He would favor taking bids at 4 P.M. on July 6th and present the results to the Council that evening.  

Executive Session – Possible Litigation:


Murray made motion, seconded by Selby to retire to executive session at 8:10 P.M. to discuss possible litigation.  Motion carried.


Walker made motion, seconded by Selby to return to regular session at 8:33 P.M. Motion carried.

Sale of Surplus Property:


Ayres relayed that he had an interested buyer in the four cement rings to pay appraised value.  Mayor Haines suggested selling the rest of the surplus property at a community auction.  Walker made motion, seconded by Inghram to sell the rest of the surplus property at a community auction on June 5th.  Motion carried.

Policy on Donations:


Mayor Haines suggested to the Council that a formal policy be made on to whom and how much the City can donate to.  Or, they can come to the Council and ask instead of going to the Finance Office.


Walker, Murray, and Selby are in favor of having any donations approved by the Council.  Walker made motion, seconded by Murray to only consider donations to those who ask to be on the agenda and come before Council to ask.  Mr. Bogue made the Council aware that this may mean saying “no” to someone the City normally donates to just for the fact that they forgot to ask at a council meeting.  Ann Varland suggested putting a notice in the paper.  Motion carried.

Nuisance List:


Council reviewed the nuisance list as drafted.  Mayor Haines would like letters sent to all owners on this list.  Walker suggested another property inspection to insure something was not missed.  Consensus was that if something was missed it could be added later.  Inghram made motion, seconded by Clark to deem the properties listed as nuisances and to send certified letters to notify these property owners.  Motion carried.

Arrears List:


Council reviewed the arrears list.

Finance Report:


Ayres presented a month ending April 30, 2004 report along with bar sales.  The liquor fund shows a net gain of $12,112.26 as compared to last year at this time.  Ayres revisited the idea of cashing a CD or dissolving a Capital Outlay fund since operating cash is so low.  Inghram would prefer not to cash another CD and asked about the Fire Department helping out with expenses on the public safety building.  Mayor Haines relayed that the Fire Department is a volunteer service and had just spent money on supplies.    After some discussion, Murray made motion, seconded by Selby to dissolve the Sewer Capital Outlay Fund, transfer it to the Sewer Fund, and cash CD 12255 for operating cash.  Inghram – no.  Motion carried.

Committee Reports:


Capital for a Day:  Murray explained that the plan is to serve about 150 people for the lunch and breakfast at a cost of $600.00.  Mayor Haines was able to get donations of 2 cases of orange juice and 5 cases of coke products.

Ambulance:  Mayor Haines informed that he had attended a meeting in Enning regarding the ambulance districting.  He explained that the Enning Ambulance service wants about 98 million dollars of valued land which leaves about 40 million for the Faith Service in Meade County.  The comparison of runs per year is about 15-20 for Enning and 100-110 for Faith.  There are some options, but Mayor Haines believes that Faith should consider circulating petitions to create our own district.  He urged the Ambulance Committee to work on this issue.

Pool:  Selby informed that the Pool Committee would like to hire Alanna Chapman as the pool manager at $7.00 per hour and Dezaray Varland, Amanda Dutton, Amber Clifton, Lance Hildebrandt, and Ryan Palmer as lifeguards at $5.50 per hour.  Tentative opening will be the second week in June.  The Committee has discussed improvements such as taking care of the rough bottom which many kids hurt their feet on last year and purchasing umbrella tables.

Library:  Clark reported that he could no longer attend library board meetings if the meeting time remained at 3:30 P.M.  He will check with the board to see if they could move the meeting to a different day and time, since, as the time is set now, Kathy Smith is the only one with a conflict if it to was move to 7:00 P.M.  Dorothy Enos will be starting summer reading on June 1st.  

Walker made motion, seconded by Murray to adjourn.  Motion carried.
