OTHER MATTERS DISCUSSED:

Post Prom:


Marilyn Palmer, on behalf of the Post Prom Committee, approached the council asking if they would be interested in donating to the Post Prom again this year.  Inghram made motion, seconded by Stocklin to donate $500 from the Community Development Fund to the Post Prom Committee.  Motion carried.

Faith Stock Show:

Tim Hammel spoke for the Faith Stock Show Association stating that after meeting with the City they have checked into insurance and real estate taxes.  The event insurance they purchase for the five days of Stock Show would be about two thousand more than the amount they would have to pay for all year.  By filing a 503C they would be exempt from paying real estate taxes.  Tim pointed out that in the November 4, 2003 minutes the City voted to go ahead with the process to transfer the fairgrounds to the Faith Stock Show Association.  Murray asked if the same offer still stood for the City to use the livestock barn for cold storage and Hammel agreed that could be in the agreement.  Mayor Haines said we do have water lines and electric lines going through the fairgrounds and wondered if we needed some kind of easement.  Hammel stated that the land would not need to be surveyed because you could use footages and fence boundaries.  Walker mentioned that if the school does get built here, they may need some of the fairgrounds land.  Hammel also stated that could also be in the agreement that if anything happened and the City needed the land back or something happened with the Stock Show it would go back to the City.  Stocklin said we need to honor our prior agreement.  Stocklin made motion, seconded by Inghram to donate the fairgrounds property to the Faith Stock Show Association inside the fence boundaries.  Varland abstained.  Motion carried.

Faith Community Center Rates:

After much discussion on the Community Center Rates, Stocklin made motion, seconded by Murray to charge $250.00 to a non-profit organization, with a $150.00 deposit, to be given back after the building has been cleaned and $500.00 to any for-profit individual or organization, with the same deposit.  Five yes votes – Inghram – no.  It was also discussed that it should be free for anyone wanting to hold a funeral in the Community Center.

Discussion was also held on memberships for people who want to use the room for walking, basketball etc.  Walker made motion, seconded by Stocklin to charge $10 a month for a family membership with adult supervision (adult being anyone 18 and over) and a $3.00 door fee for anyone wanting to come for one day, being open Tuesday’s and Thursday’s from 6PM to 10PM and open during Finance Office business hours.  Motion carried.  It was discussed on letting someone have a free monthly pass for overseeing that everyone has paid his or her membership.

Motion carried.  The last week of April the customers can call the City Office with arrangements to pick up things they couldn’t haul to the dump.  If anyone is interested in having a building tore down by the City and not being charged, they can sign up the month of April.  

Audit Proposals:


Ketel Thorstenson, LLP quoted $9,950 for an audit.  Shane had talked with Eide & Bailey and they couldn’t come close to that so they wouldn’t even give him a quote.  Walker made motion, seconded by Murray to hire Ketel Thorstenson, LLP for audit of 2002 and 2003.  Motion carried.

Ambulance:

Mike reported that Karen, Arlen and Mike had met.  It was noted that four people needed to be taken off the roster:  Denise Rue, Leland Douglas, Tania Douglas and Matt Purrington.  Arlen reported fifteen people are signed up to take the EVOC course.  He needs to order some supplies and equipment.  Shane is looking into a grant through FEMA for the ambulance equipment.  Everything seems to running smoothly and Arlen has plenty of help.  

Bar:

Chris reported that happy hour has been going pretty well.  Chris has been helping with some of the ordering.  

District 10 Meeting Meal:

Frankie Harper met with the council and said she would cater the meeting.  She would come up with a price but it wouldn’t be over $15.  Varland made motion, seconded by Stocklin to hire Frankie Harper to cater the District 10 Meeting.  Motion carried.
