Inghram made motion, seconded by Stocklin to approve all claims as presented.  Discussion was held on the claim from Faith Lumber with regards to the bricks.  Mayor Haines relayed that he and Fred Hulm have been working on the Community Center Sign and if there is a problem with the claim to pull it and he would pay it.  Murray explained that pulling the claim isn’t necessary, but that building the sign should have been talked about prior to construction.  Council inquired about additional costs.  No new costs are known, however Zane King is welding a flagpole and Jim Traversie is sandblasting it.  Inghram voted no.  Motion carried.

The September revenues were $152,652.41 and the September expenditures were $123,774.12.

Ordinance 277:  Extension of Cable Franchise Agreement – 2nd Reading:

Murray made motion, seconded by Inghram to approve the second reading of Ordinance 277 extending the cable franchise agreement with Midcontinent Communications.  Motion carried.

OTHER MATTERS DISCUSSED:

Visitors:

Shawn Peterson asked the Council about fees to use the Community Center for adult volleyball and basketball.  Council agreed that instead of charging a fee, a donation box would be put up.  Donations will go to offset the cost of maintenance and lighting.  Murray explained that tournaments would still be charged a fee.  Keys will need to be checked out by those involved with the activities.  Selby volunteered to be responsible for the key for the men’s basketball and Melinda Selby will use the same key for women’s volleyball.

Building Permit – Linda’s Drive In:

Linda Collins had submitted a building permit on Lot 1 plus ½ Vacated Railway Street ABU, Block 1 for addition and alteration.  Murray made motion, seconded by Walker to approve the permit.  Motion carried.

Review of Janitorial Costs:

Ayres presented a portion of the costs for janitorial services in the Community Center.  He explained that this does not include supplies such as garbage bags, toilet paper, cleaning supplies, etc and that it would be difficult to pinpoint what is actually utilized during the school year.  Council would like to reevaluate the janitorial costs once there has been a full year’s worth of use from the school.  Council tabled the issue until the end of January 2005.

Executive Session – Possible Litigation:

Walker made motion, seconded by Clark to retire to executive session at 8:20 P.M. to discuss possible litigation.  Motion carried.

Walker made motion, seconded by Selby to return to regular session at 8:50 P.M.  Motion carried.

Employee Health Insurance:

Bob Clark from Dakotacare reviewed options for the City of Faith’s group health insurance plan.  For the same plan, the cost would be a 6.5% increase from last year.  The current plan is a $500 deductible with 80/20 $1500 coinsurance with a $50 deductible prescription card.  He explained options under the Choice, Ultra, and Reserve plans.  Council also reviewed quotes submitted by Wellmark.  After discussing options with the enrolled employees, Walker made motion, seconded by Murray to enroll in the $1000 deductible Ultra plan with 80/20 $1500 coinsurance to include the $50 deductible prescription card and vision rider.  Inghram – no.  Motion carried.   

Arrears List:

Council reviewed the arrears list.

Committee Reports:

Ambulance:  Stocklin informed the Council that as in the past, the new people on the ambulance would be getting the series of Hepititis B shots at the City’s expense.

Stocklin also inquired about paying the $1.00 per hour for those people taking backup call when the first ambulance goes out.  Mayor Haines would like the topic put on the agenda for discussion at the next meeting.

Fairgrounds:  Inghram informed that there will be a meeting tomorrow night at 5:30 P.M. to discuss drafting a contract with Arlen Hulm.

Other Items to be Discussed (No Action Taken):

Walker relayed to the Council that he believes that the City is over insured on the policy that was approved at the October 6th meeting.  He would like a committee to go back and reevaluate it.    Inghram explained that some things listed on the policy are listed at replacement cost.  Mayor Haines would like the Council as a whole to look at it.

A meeting is being planned for October 28th on wind power.

Walker made motion, seconded by Murray to adjourn.  Motion carried.
