The Common Council for the City of Faith, South Dakota met in special session on September 9, 2008 at 7:00 P.M. in the Community Room of the Community Center. Mayor Haines called the meeting to order, called roll call, and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Council members present:  Becker, Fisher, Maxwell, Collins, Inghram and Afdahl (7:10 PM).  

Inghram made a motion, seconded by Maxwell to approve the agenda.  Motion carried.

Deep Well:
Debbie Brown has been in contact with Rick DeVore, US Bureau of Reclamation about the grant with them for the drilling of the well.  DeVore stated that the bids came in above the amount of the grant.  Low bid was at $370,000 and the grant from the US Bureau of Reclamation was $260,000, but $10,000 of it was used by the US Bureau of Reclamation for development of the environmental assessment, preparation of the cultural resources investigation and the development of the bid specification package.  Dan Brosz had asked DeVore if the pump could be taken out of the bid and purchased by the City after the well is drilled and they know what kind of pump they will need and DeVore thought that could be done.  As it currently stands with the pump in the bid, the City of Faith would have to come up with $120,000 to make up the difference.  The City would have to sign a Memorandum of Understanding with the Bureau of Reclamation stating that the City is willing to pay above the $250,000 amount.

Maxwell made a motion, seconded by Collins to approve Glen Haines, Mayor to be the person to sign the statement.  All yes vote.  Motion carried.

Maxwell made a motion, seconded by Inghram to approve the project and to approve the Mayor to sign the Memorandum of Understanding which states that the City of Faith will pay the amount above the $250,000 that is paid by the US Bureau of Reclamation for drilling the deep well.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Becker made a motion, seconded by Collins to adjourn.  Motion carried.
