Inghram introduced the following resolution and moved for its adoption:

Resolution 02-06-08-01

A Resolution Passed Pursuant to the Revised Ordinances Title 3 – Health and Sanitation Establishing Regulations, Rates, and Charges for Garbage and Landfill Services for the City of Faith, South Dakota:

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Revised Ordinances, Title 4 – Health and Sanitation, the Common Council is authorized to establish regulations, rates, and charges for all garbage and landfill services by Resolution, it is hereby

RESOLVED that the following regulations, rates and charges are established as of February 6, 2008 repealing the rate contained in Resolution No. 09-19-98-03.

Charges for Residents or Non Residents:


White Goods (appliances):



(A) Without Refrigeration Systems
FREE

(B) With Refrigeration Systems- refrigerators, freezers, air conditioners, etc. that have had the refrigerant (freon) removed by a certified refrigeration specialist, the disposal fee shall be FREE.  Such appliances delivered to the landfill must be accompanied by the appropriate paperwork and signed by the certified refrigeration specialist that the refrigerant has been removed in a manner and in full compliance with E.P.A. regulations.

For Tires up to 16 inches- $5.00 each

For Tires 17 inches and up and all car & PU - $7.00 each

For Tires Truck, Tractor and larger - $12.00 each

Seconded by Rasmussen.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Fox Ridge Institute:

Ron Frame, on behalf of Fox Ridge Institute asked the City to be the grantor of an 
APPA grant since the City is a member.   The Council felt they needed more 
information so would need to hold a special meeting.  Frame stated that the grant 
needed to be in by the 15th, so the Council would need to meet very soon.  The 
Council would like a representative from the Fox Ridge Institute to attend the 
special meeting.

Burn Plan Update:


Mike Merriman gave an update on the burn plan at Durkee Lake that will happen 
this spring.  Merriman stated that it is pertinent to spray as soon as possible this 
spring so the weeds will not come back to life.

Vendor Spaces:


Much discussion was held in regards to charging for vendor spaces this summer.  
Jim Sheridan gave some very good ideas since he has been a vendor at many 
different places.  Afdahl made a motion, seconded by Becker to charge each 
vendor ten percent of their sales with at least a 12 X 24 space with a lease being 
drawn up and abiding by the transient merchant permit rules.  All yes votes.  
Motion carried.
Billboard Advertising:


Ron Frame showed the Council different places to advertise “Sue” on billboards.  
Becker made motion seconded by Rasmussen to use the I-90 billboard at mile 
marker 62.5 for April through August.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.   Frame 
will look into a couple different places also.
Porta Potties – Electrical:


Porta Potties are going to be needed for the summer, Debbie Brown is waiting for 
replies from a couple companies.  Electrical is being looked into for camper sites 
and improving the park on the east side.  

Fire List:


Justin Haines, the Faith Volunteer Fire Department submitted an update list that 
was approved at a fire meeting to the Finance Officer.  The fire department has 
new bylaws that state you have to have training to stay on the fire department due 
to the rules for fireman.  The Fire Department is trying to stay compliant to get 
our ISO Ratings down to help with fire rating to lower people’s property 
insurance.  Becker made a motion, seconded by Rasmussen to approve the fire 
list.  Three yes votes.  Inghram – no. Motion failed.
Gravel:


Gravel is going to be needed between the Public Safety Building and the 
Community Center since it is all dirt between them and when it rains, it will be a 
mess.  Afdahl made a motion, seconded by Inghram to get quotes for 400 – 800 
tons of gravel delivered as needed.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Firebar:


Currently the City of Faith’s telephone switch is capable of having a firebar, 
which is when a certain number is called, that rings more than one phone in 
different places.  There were six fireman on this firebar.  When a switch is leased 
from Golden West, the new switch will not be capable of having a firebar.  
Firebars the way they were are outdated.  There is a program that can be 
purchased to do the same thing, but better, but it would cost about $6500 and 
there would be a monthly fee. Becker made a motion, seconded by Rasmussen to 
not keep the firebar.  Motion carried.
Update on Water Project:

The water permit has been issued.  US Bureau of Reclamation had some questions.
Update on Use of the Old Councilroom:

Council would like insurance checked into and brought back to the next meeting for the Fitness Center.
Library – Raises:


The Library board approved the following raises retroactive to January 1, 2008:


.50 cents an hour for Angela Ostrander and Linda Olson.

Rasmussen made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to approve the raises.  Motion 
carried.

Century 21 Grant:

The Faith Library is submitting a grant for a summer program using the Faith School as a grantor.  The Faith Library would like a letter of support and a collaboration form from the City of Faith.  Afdahl made a motion, seconded by Rasmussen to approve the letter of support and collaboration form.  Motion carried.
Building Permit:


Wayne Doak submitted a building permit for a fence on Lot 10 & S ½ of Lot 11, 
Block 12.  Rasmussen made a motion, seconded by Inghram to approve the 
building permit.  Motion carried.


Audit Proposal:

Ketel Thorstenson, LLP submitted a proposal for $14,500 for an audit this summer for 2006-2007.  Afdahl made a motion, seconded by Inghram to accept the proposal.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Batteries for Telephone Switch:

The batteries that are for backup on the telephone switch are needing to be replaced.  Golden West is trying to find some that the City can purchase from Golden West at their cost.  Becker made a motion, seconded by Rasmussen to purchase the batteries from Golden West at around $2,800.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Faith Ambulance Hardship Hearing:


The Faith Ambulance Service has applied for another Hardship clause.  A hearing 
is needed and will be held in Faith the 21st of February at the Public Safety 
Building.  

Black Hills Institute:
Ron Frame stated that the Black Hills Institute is willing to donate to the City of Faith a replica of “Bucky”.  Becker made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to accept the generous donation from the Black Hills Institute.  Motion carried.
Afdahl made a motion, seconded by Inghram to adjourn.  Motion carried.
