Murray made motion, seconded by Stocklin to amend the prior motion and approve all claims as presented except for Brosz Engineering, Inc.  Motion carried.

OTHER MATTERS DISCUSSED:

Tri-County Water Meeting:

Mayor Haines informed the Council that on Friday, January 24th at 6:00 P.M. the Tri- County Water Association will hold a meeting at the Catholic Church in Eagle Butte.  Mayor Haines will be attending and all Council members are welcome to attend.

Scott Norberg – Architectural Concepts:

Mr. Norberg presented a preliminary site plan to the Council.  Discussion was held on the 

proposed truck route, curb and gutter, and parking around the Community Building.  Mr. Norberg suggested that the Council be mindful of the future possibilities to the site such as the potential for a new school to be built off the east side of the Community Building.  Future planning of the space available at the site needs to be addressed.  Clifton is not in favor of the truck bypass.  Council agreed that the main concern is parking space at this time.  Discussion was held on the acquisition of more property at the site.  Clifton made motion, seconded by Stocklin to have Mayor Haines visit with VerHoevens about purchasing the property south of the Community Building site.  Motion carried.

Merle Vig:  Water Line Assessment:

Inghram reported that the Utilities Committee had met and determined that since he has a tap that was used, his initial assessment would not be reimbursed.  Mr. Vig informed that the tap was used for only a year.  Mayor Haines asked Mr. Vig about some of his property being sold and if the value of the assessment had been included in the purchase price of the land.  Mr. Vig said it was not.  

Murray made motion, seconded by Stocklin to follow the committee’s recommendation not to reimburse Mr. Vig for the original assessment.  Discussion was held regarding Mr. Vig’s situation with Bigler Redi-Mix and the fact that Mr. Vig put in his own line prior to the assessments.  Clifton said he would be in favor of giving up to 50% of the assessment back.  The original assessment was about $1,800.  Mayor Haines called for a vote.  All were opposed.  Motion failed.

Topic was tabled until next meeting.

Faith Feeds/ UDAG Loan:

Murray informed that the UDAG Committee had met with Mr. Fischbach regarding a UDAG Loan to put up a new building for Faith Feeds, Inc.  The requested amount is $65,000.00 and the committee is in favor of the loan as long as the City is the first lien holder on the properties and building.  Mr. Fischbach explained some of the financial history of Faith Feeds and presented the Council with packets of information including the UDAG Application.  He explained that he is also applying for an emergency disaster loan and a west river revolving fund loan.  The proposed building would be a 48’ x 96’ feed plant and warehouse with a 24’ x 32’ office.  The total building costs would be about $81,000.  Mr. Fischbach is willing to pay for a title search and name the City of Faith as first lien holders on the properties and building.  He explained to the Council that he would not have started this project if he did not believe it would succeed.  Inghram made motion, seconded by Lightfield to proceed with the loan process with the title search to be paid by Noel Fischbach to insure that the City of Faith will be first lien holder on the building and properties.  The loan amount to be $65,000 at an interest rate of 2.75% with a balloon payment after five years; no money will be given out until all paperwork is finalized.  Motion carried.

Building Permits:

Rhonda Martin submitted a building permit on Block 1R of the Fisher’s Addition for a new building.  Lightfield made motion, seconded by Murray to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.

Noel Fischbach submitted a building permit on Lot 1, Block 2 of the Railroad Subdivision and Outlot A, Lot 1, Block 1 of the Railroad Subdivision for a new building.  He is also asking for a variance to install a septic tank in City Limits.  Clifton made motion, seconded by Lightfield to approve the building permit with the variance as long as the septic tank is approve by the State of South Dakota.  Motion carried.

Combine City/School Election:


Inghram made motion, seconded by Clifton to combine the City and School elections on 

April 8th, 2003.  Motion carried.

SDML Muncipal Government Day:

Mayor Haines reinformed the Council of Municipal Government Day in Pierre on February 4th and 5th.  He will be attending.  All Council members should let the Finance Office know by January 24th if they will be attending.  Stocklin will attend.  Murray will let the office know by the 24th.  

Faith Long Distance Promotion:

Ayres presented a spreadsheet the Profit and Loss of Faith Long Distance.  In 2000, Faith’s toll service had lost $11,534.68.  However, since the inception of Faith Long Distance in 2001, profits were $3,591.12 in 2001 and $9,438.20 in 2002.  Ayres asked the Council about giving a percentage of the Faith Long Distance profits to the Faith School District.  He informed that they had started a Faith Education Foundation and believes giving to the foundation would be a great public service and would hopefully attract more people to switch to Faith Long Distance.  Council tabled the issue until more information could be obtained on how the money in the Faith Education Foundation is spent.

Arrears List:


Council reviewed and discussed the Arrears List.

Annual Report Workshop:

Ayres informed that there is an annual report workshop in Rapid City on January 31, 2003.  He would like to attend.  The only cost would be for meals and mileage.  Clifton made motion, seconded by Stocklin to send Ayres to the workshop.   Motion carried.

Committee Reports:

Streets:  Clifton commended the utility crew for the excellent snow removal.

Police:  Stocklin informed that Hoss and Donn have looked into quotes for 4 radios for the city crew to use to communicate with the city office and the police department.  Quotes were as follows:

Western Communications:  4-new five watt radios with accessories for $1,195.20.

Rushmore Communications:  4-used two watt radios with accessories for $948.00.

Clifton made motion, seconded by Lightfield to accept the quote from Western Communications for $1,195.20.  Motion carried.

Stocklin then informed that the Police Department is looking into updated the pager system.  The old pagers can still be used with the new system.  Quotes have been received as follows:

Western Communications:  $1,914.36.

Rushmore Communications:  $2,743.50.

Council tabled a decision on the paging system until next meeting.

Stocklin also informed that a grant has been sought for lightbars and stinger spikes.  Total cost is $3,386.00, but the state grant would pay for $2,250.00 of the costs.  Hoss is just waiting for a letter from the state to proceed with the purchase of the lightbars and spikes.  He also stated that there is an update for the Police Policy and Procedures Manual addressing the use of the stinger spikes which will need council approval.

Also, with the ambulance billing moving to the finance office, the police department moved its computer with the billing software to the finance office.  Council agreed to have Hoss look into quotes for a new computer.

Utilities:  Donn Dupper obtained a quote to fix the roof over the city shop.  The quote is for $2,980.00 for materials.  Clifton made motion, seconded by Inghram to approve fixing the roof according the quote.  Motion carried.

Ambulance:  Council discussed a possible special meeting on January 28th to meet with a representative from American Medical Response.  Ayres will try to set up the meeting for that date.

Clifton made motion, seconded by Lightfield to adjourn.  Motion carried.
