Ordinance 286:  Transient Merchant-Peddler (2nd Reading):

Becker made motion, seconded by Rasmussen to approve the second reading of Ordinance 286 Transient Merchant-Peddler.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Ordinance No 286

Chapter/Ordinance No. 4.02 of Title 4 – LICENSES AND PERMITS be and the same is hereby amended to read as follows:
TRANSIENT MERCHANT-PEDDLER:

DEFINITION:  For the purpose of this ordinance a transient merchant, peddler or vendor shall be defined as a person, firm or corporation who, whether a resident of the City of Faith or not, who engages in a temporary business of selling and delivering goods, wares, services or merchandise within the City limits of Faith.  The person, firm or corporation so engaged shall not be relieved from complying with the provisions of this Chapter merely by reason of associating temporally with the local dealer, trader or merchant.

The temporary peddler shall include any person, whether resident of the City of Faith or not traveling by foot, wagon or automotive vehicle from place to place, from house to house or from street to street offering goods for sale to the general public (general public being anyone not holding a South Dakota retail sales and use tax license).

EXEMPTIONS:  This would be any one selling goods under a sponsoring non profit, religious or charitable organization located within the City of Faith.

LICENSE FEE:  Fee shall be $25.00 for the first day and $5.00 for each subsequent day or an annual fee of $100.00.  Licenses shall be available at the City of Faith Finance office upon showing proof of state sales tax license.  The practice of selling to the general public without the above license or exemptions shall hereby be declared to be a nuisance and be punishable as such and as a misdemeanor.

ENFORCEMENT:  Any person, firm or corporation engaged in the above described activity shall upon request of the Chief of Police display said evidence of compliance, by showing said Peddlers license or above mentioned exemption.  Any violation of this ordinance shall be punishable by a fine not to exceed $100.00 for each day of the offense.

Quotes on Insurance for the Traveling Exhibit “Sue”:

Betty Ross, on behalf of Butler Insurance, presented a quote for insurance on the traveling exhibit having a $1,000,000 coverage with a $2,500 deductible costing $4741.25.

Jeff Baum, on behalf of Cummings & Roll First Western Insurance, e-mailed a quote for the traveling exhibit having a $1,000,000 coverage with a $5,000 deductible costing $2,500.00.

Council would like more information on the insurance quoted by Jeff Baum at the next meeting.

Floor Covering and carpet/aisle runner:

Ron Frame was waiting on a quote from Carpet Mart for some carpet to lay down in front of the traveling exhibit.  Servall was also contacted on runners for the floor with a possible donation or discount.  This will be discussed more at the next meeting.

Camera for Surveillance:


Arlen Frankfurth will get more information to bring to the next meeting.

Traveling Exhibit and Supplies:

Tickets, brochures and posters are needed.  Debbie Brown wondered if they can just be ordered as needed to not delay needed supplies.  Becker made a motion, seconded by Rasmussen to approve the purchase of tickets, brochures and posters as needed.  Five yes votes.  Inghram – no.  Motion carried.

Hospitality Training:

Ron Frame applied for a grant with SD Office of  Tourism for part of the cost for some speakers at a hospitality training to be held in Faith to train the local businesses how to handle the upcoming tourists.  They will pay $1250 of the speaker fees.  Maxwell made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to approve the grant and training.  Five yes votes.  Inghram – no.  Motion carried.

Educational Exhibitor for “Sue”:

Walter Stein, with Paleoadventures in Belle Fourche, South Dakota submitted a proposal to Ron Frame for the summer.  Council agreed they were not interested in paying for this offer, but he was more than welcome to do it on his own and charge.

Trip for Donations for the Traveling Exhibit:

Ron Frame would like the use of the City car to go to the eastern part of the state for more donations and advertising.  Afdahl made a motion, seconded by Becker to approve the trip.  Five yes votes.  Inghram – no.  Motion carried.

Spring Information Meeting:
Ron Frame would like to attend the Spring Information meeting on April 16 in Custer.  Afdahl made a motion, seconded by Maxwell to allow Ron Frame to attend the meeting.  Five yes votes.  Inghram – no.  Motion carried.

Park and Camp Areas:

Donn Dupper explained the idea of making more camping areas in the park by removing four trees on the south and east side of the park, move the posts back , add gravel and add 2 more electric hookups.  The dump site would be redone by cutting the curb about 25 feet and make the dump site more accessible.  Also, adding 10 electrical hookups at the lot on the west side of the fairgrounds and graveling that area. Becker made a motion, seconded by Maxwell to do all of those changes.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Audit:


The City of Faith will be audited for 2006 and 2007 the week of June 16th.  

Gym Floor Covering:

Dunlap Industries contacted the City Office on a gym floor covering for the wood floor.  The retail price of the cover is $11,000, but this company takes the remnants from larger covers and basically charges the companies freight and a little more.  The cost they would charge for an 80’ X 100’ would be $2,600.  Becker made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to purchase the floor covering.  All yes votes. Motion carried.

Bruce Humble mistakenly was taken off of the fire list.  Maxwell made a motion, seconded by Fisher to approve the correction.  Motion carried.

Paint for Park and Poles on Main Street:

Horizon’s II would like to paint the park shelters and other areas and the poles on Main Street if the City would pay for the paint.  Becker made a motion, seconded by Fisher to approve up to $750 for a high gloss oil base acrylic paint.  Motion carried.

Dental Insurance:

Neil Vollmer, on behalf of First Western Insurance, submitted a quote on a new dental insurance saving the City and not changing the employees benefits very much.  Becker made a motion, seconded by Inghram to approve the dental insurance.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Surplus Property:

Inghram made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to approve Donn Dupper, Rick Smith and Wes Heidlebaugh as appraisers of the surplus property.  Motion carried.
