BE IT RESOLVED that City of Faith, Faith, South Dakota, its management officials, as such, will not require and will not have access to classified information in the custody of SDN Technologies, LLC, a Limited Liability Company, and further that SDN Technologies, LLC, has been delegated full authority to act completely independent of City of Faith in all matters that involve or relate to SDN Technologies LLC’s responsibility to safeguard information.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that City of Faith, Faith, South Dakota is taken for the purpose of exempting the City of Faith from the necessity of being processed for a Facility Security Clearance in conformity with the “National Industrial Security Program Operating Manual.”

Visitors:

Ed Henschel submitted a building permit for a building to house a carwash, laundry mat, apartment and shop on Lot 6, Block 10.  Murray made motion, seconded by Selby to approve Ed Henschel’s building permit.  Motion carried.

Betty Veit submitted a building permit for a deck with a ramp on  Lot 19 & 20, Block 9.  Walker made motion, seconded by Clark to approve Betty Veit’s building permit.  Motion carried.

Donald Williams submitted a building permit for a privacy fence on Lot E ½ 5 & 6, Block 3.  Selby made motion, seconded by Clark to approve Donald Williams’ building permit.  Motion carried.

Arrow Public Transit:

Jim Selby Jr. on behalf of Jim Selby Sr. asked the council if they could store the bus in a stall after the fire trucks move to the new building.  Walker made motion, seconded by Clark to allow a spot for the bus after the fire trucks have been moved.  Motion carried.

Gravel for Public Safety Building:

There still isn’t a grant for asphalt for the new building and it’s too late in the season to do it now anyway, so there is a need for something around the new Public Safety Building.  The State Shop has some millings they would sell the City for $3.00 a ton and the City could possibly have up to 20 – 30 truckloads.  Walker made motion, seconded by Clark to approve purchasing millings from the State Shop and have the City guys haul it.  Motion carried.
Senior Citizen Center Parking Zone:

The Senior Citizen Center would like two parking zones for temporary parking to load the meals they need to deliver.  Walker made motion, seconded by Murray to approve two parking zones for no parking during the hours of 10 AM to 12 AM Monday through Friday.  Motion carried.

Committees – Jim Sheridan:

Selby made motion, seconded by Clark to approve Jim Sheridan on the following committees:  Utilities, Garbage and Landfill, Public Health & Safety (Chair).  Motion carried.  

Discuss Rate on Trencher:

An individual asked if the City would be willing to do any trenching outside of City limits.  Council agreed not to do that.  A rate will be determined and brought to the next meeting. 
Discuss Ambulance Mileage Rates:

After January 1, 2006 Medicare is only allowing to pay mileage and base rate.  Debbie Brown will check with some other services and see what they are going to do and bring the new rate back to the next meeting.  

Liquor Store Cash Register:

The Liquor Committee stated that there is a need for new tills.  The old till broke down and they are currently using one from Lynn’s.  Debbie Brown brought a quote from A-Tech Consulting of $8202.00 for a new inventory system and two tills.  Council would like some more information and Chris Murray will look into another company.
