OTHER MATTERS DISCUSSED:

Scott Norberg /Building Project:

Mr. Norberg explained that all the contractors have received a punchlist of items that need to be addressed except for the bleacher contractor since they have just been completed and have not been inspected.  He presented a pay estimate of $193,683.50 to be approved which included the gym floor, electrical, plumbing, athletic equipment, and general construction.  Murray made motion, seconded by Walker to approve the pay estimated and pay these claims once the punchlist items have been completed.  Motion carried.

Mr. Norberg proceeded to take the Council on a walk-thru of the building.

Community Center Open House:

Mayor Haines informed that invitations have gone out for the open house to be held on February 7th at 1:00 P.M. in the gym.  There will be cake and coffee served.  He explained that all the contractors will be invited to meet with the Council at noon that day in the Community Room.  

Community Building Rental Rates and Memberships:

Mayor Haines informed that he has inquired about membership rates with the public.  He believes that a $100 per year family membership would be reasonable.  Discussion was held on the operations of the building if memberships were issued such as times the building would be open, staffing, etc.  Ayres informed that Butler’s Insurance could not yet break down the cost of insurance of the building until it is added on to the regular policy.  It is now covered under the builder’s risk policy until completion.  Council would like to have more information on costs such as lighting usage before they make a decision.  

Resignation of Linda Collins:

Walker made motion, seconded by Murray to accept the resignation of Linda Collins as Bar Manager effective January 31, 2004.  Motion carried.

Tri County Water Association Meeting:

Mayor Haines informed that he had attended the Tri County Water meeting in Eagle Butte on the 15th.  The Tribe and the Association are working on a charter to create the MNI Waste’ Water Company.  He explained that the meeting went well.  Some changes would be that there would be six districts instead of seven, all individuals with a meter would be a voting member (right now Faith only has one vote), and the company would have the power to implement of water conservation actions under emergency situations.  Lawyers are still working on the charter due to the fact that the federal government has not approved it.  Mayor Haines also relayed that the water level is currently twenty-one feet above the intake, but if the level should fall to eight feet there would be drastic conservation efforts implemented.

Police Policy Updates:

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Varland to approve the Missing and Exploited Children and the Radar/ Lidar Use additions to the Police Policy and Procedures Manual.  Motion carried.

Arrears List:

Council reviewed and discussed the Arrears List.  

Committee Reports:

Library:  Varland explained that there are 21 register preschool kids and that February 11th they will be having a Valentine’s party at the library.  The carpeting is complete, but there is still a little painting to do.  The Library board has asked Albright Construction to work with Dave Gebhart on the South East corner of the library for repairs.  This work should be done in the spring when Albright Construction can finish the rubber portion of the roof.  Ms. Anderson’s resignation has been received and she had already been replaced.  The library is working on a child safety presentation for the kids.  Also, some surplus property including desks and chairs are being disposed.  The next meeting is February 17th at 3:30 P.M.

Other Business:

Mayor Haines informed that he and two council members will be going to Pierre for Legislative Day.  He would like the first meeting in February move to Monday the 2nd for this reason.  Walker made motion, seconded by Inghram to move the first meeting in February to the second at 7:00 P.M.  Motion carried.

Walker made motion, seconded by Stocklin to adjourn.  Motion carried.
