A RESOLUTION IN SUPPORT OF MUNICIPAL OWNERSHIP OF UTILITIES

Whereas, the City of Faith has benefited from ownership of utility services for its community; and

Whereas, municipal ownership of utility operations provides local control, reasonable

Whereas, municipal ownership of utilities has long-standing tradition in the State of 

South Dakota; and

Whereas, outside ownership of utility services may cause concern for local citizens as to 

issues of service reliability, exporting profits and lack of control over rates; and

Whereas, all South Dakota municipal utilities should be afforded the right to consider and evaluate the option of creating a municipal utility on behalf of citizens; 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL FOR THE CITY OF FAITH that the City of Faith opposes any legislative proposals that may infringe upon or impede the rights of municipalities to own or acquire utility systems for their communities or that would restrict the rights of municipalities to continue with municipal ownership of utility systems.

Sound System for Community Building:

Community Building Rental Rates:

After much discussion was held in regards to renting out the Community Room, Walker made motion, seconded by Varland to charge $35.00 for the use of the Community Room.  Motion carried.  Rules and a contract need to be written up by the Finance Office for people to sign when they rent the room.

The Council is doing more research on the costs of the use of the gym to decide how much to charge to rent it out.  Tabled until next meeting.

Janitorial Service for the Community Building:

After some research had been done on how much it is costing to clean the building for games the Council would like to see how it goes for the next month.

Liquor Committee:

Inghram left the room before any discussion was held.  Murray reported the committee had interviewed Lexy Inghram and Heather Kirkley for the position of package store attendant/bartender.  They felt they were both very good prospects.  The committee recommended hiring Heather Kirkley for the position of package store attendant/bartender at $8.50 an hour with a 90 day probation period upon Heather taking the job.  Murray made motion, seconded by Walker to hire Heather Kirkley.  Motion carried.

Murray made motion, seconded by Walker to hire Dawn Stocklin for the position of package store attendant/bartender at $11.00 an hour with a 90 day probation period.  Mayor Haines commented that he feels they are wrong to hire her at the top of the scale since there is not anywhere to go for a raise.  Motion carried.

District 10 Meeting:

Mayor Haines reminded everyone that April 22nd, 2004 is the District 10 meeting to be held in Faith this year.  Council needs to get out the menu and accept bids March 16th, 2004.  After much discussion was held on the menu, Stocklin made motion, seconded by Murray to accept bids on March 16th, 2004 for a formal supper catered for the District 10 meeting held April 22nd, 2004 with the following menu:  Roast beef and ham, two choices of potatoes (serving only one), two vegetables, salad, bun and dessert.  Prizes also need to be thought of.  Stocklin said he would donate one of the bigger prizes.  Mayor Haines and Murray said they would each donate a relish tray to be used for the meal.  

Resignation of Sharon Anderson:

Walker made motion, seconded by Varland to accept Sharon Anderson’s resignation off of the advisory committee from the Library.  Motion carried.

Stocklin make motion, seconded by Walker to adjourn.  Motion carried.
