Debbie Brown stated that she had talked with the auditors and it would be possible to transfer money from telephone to telephone in capital outlay and use it for water knowing that water was probably not going to be able to repay telephone.  Enough money needs to stay in telephone for any future changes in the system.  Becker made a motion, seconded by Fisher to transfer $6,000 from telephone to telephone capital outlay.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Microphone for Gym:

Another handheld microphone for the gym would be $250.  Haggerty’s said that a lapel is not a good microphone for a gym.  Becker made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to approve purchasing the microphone.  Motion carried.

Flat Screen Monitors:

Maxwell made a motion, seconded by Collins to approve $189 a piece for two flat screen monitors for the Finance Office.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Surplus Monitors and CPU:

Maxwell made a motion, seconded by Collins to approve to surplus fifteen monitors and two CPU’s that are not in working order and to be thrown away.  Motion carried.

Water Update:

Glen Haines, Tom Maxwell, Donn Dupper and Debbie Brown sat in on a meeting that was held with Syed Hasnain, Pes, Inc., Willis Venekamp, Rapid Drilling and Brosz Enginneering on November 10 due to a cancellation from the storm in Faith.  Pes, Inc. is the driller who was awarded the bid and he is subcontracting Rapid Drilling.  The well will not be drilled until around May 1, 2009 as the driller is booked up.  Brosz is going to see where everything stands with US Bureau of Reclamation.

Full Time Bartender:
Afdahl stated on behalf of the liquor committee he would like to make a recommendation to the Council after reviewing the applications for the full time bartender to hire Carrie Collins and keep her at the $8.70 that she was recently raised to through 2009.  Maxwell made a motion, seconded by Inghram to approve the recommendation of the liquor committee.  Five yes votes.  Collins abstained.  Motion carried.

Restaurant Liquor License Fee:

Becker made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to approve charging $978 (double the last census population of 489) for the Restaurant Liquor License Fee.  Five yes votes.  Inghram – no.  Motion carried.
