OTHER MATTERS DISCUSSED:

American Legion Auxiliary:


Deb Gropper addressed the Council in regards to this year’s Fall Carnival.  Last year, 

there were over 80 kids who attended.  The Carnival included about 15 games, door prizes, and a concession stand.  She is looking into expanding it this year.  Last year, the Council donated $250.00 towards the event.  Ms. Gropper would like the Council to consider donating $500.00 this year.  Total cost to put on the Carnival is around $2000.00.  Murray made motion, seconded by Stocklin to donate $500.00 from the Community Development Fund to go towards the Fall Carnival.  Motion carried.

Sports Complex:

Mr. Dupper informed the Council about being approached by the Sports Complex Committee in regards to having the City install the poles and lights for the fields, donating some poles for the crow’s nest, and also some steel I-beams for the scoreboards.  He presented an estimated cost of the lighting for only the football fields at $12,874.50 for supplies and $1,142.16 for labor.  The Sports Complex Committee would also need to hire a certified electrician to sign off on the project.  The equipment must be ordered through the City to secure the low cost on the equipment and the complex would reimburse the City.  The lights would take 6-8 weeks for delivery.  With no member of the Sports Complex Committee in attendance, Council tabled the issue until next meeting in order to verify if these payment arrangements are agreeable. 

Building Permit:

Walter Weichert submitted a building permit on behalf of Bethel Lutheran Church on Lots 11 and 12, Block 18 for replacement of siding.  Inghram made motion, seconded by Walker to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.

Partial Resignation – Shawn Peterson:

Shawn Peterson had submitted a resignation in regards to the 15-day per month ambulance crew position.  She will still take call when she can.  Discussion was held on advertising for a replacement.  The Ambulance Director Bottjen will be consulted in regards to this matter.  Murray made motion, seconded by Stocklin to accept Shawn Peterson’s partial resignation and to initiate direct billing through COBRA for her insurance.  Motion carried.

Elected Officials Workshop:

Mayor Haines informed the Council that the Elected Officials Workshop is on July 18th in Rapid City at the SD School of Mines & Technology.  A session will also be held in Watertown and Stocklin may attend there.  All Councilmembers must register by July 7th.

High Speed Internet:

Ayres explained the fees involved for Faith to contract internet services through Golden West.  For the most part, cost is based on the number of subscribers.  For about 20 subscribers, the contract costs would be around $600.00 per month.  There is an upfront set up fee of $500.00.  Other upfront costs such as equipment, spare parts, training, and installation would be between $50,000 to $55,000.  Council discussed rates.  Ayres suggested a range based on the speed of service between $45.99 to $79.99.  Council agreed that in order to keep up with advances in the telephone business, Faith needs to be able to provide these services.  The funding for the project would come from telephone capital outlay.  Murray made motion, seconded by Stocklin to advertise for bids for the High Speed Internet equipment with a bid opening date of August 5th.  Motion carried.


Ayres will work with Larry Butler to put together a bid package.

Bailey Brothers Three Ring Circus:

Mayor Haines informed the Council that the Bailey Brothers Three Ring Circus had asked to set up in Faith on July 4th.  They will give the City 10% of the admissions at the gate.  The only things the Circus will need would be 500 gallons of water, performance area, and a trash dumpster.  They will be sending up advertisements and advance tickets soon.  Varland relayed that the Shrine Circus had indicated that they would come to Faith on July 19th.  But, with the Bailey Circus coming that is now unlikely.  Mayor Haines has signed the contract for the Bailey Brothers Three Ring Circus.

Arrears List:

Council reviewed and discussed the Arrears List.  

Committee Reports:

Library:  Varland informed that preschool had nine graduates.  Summer hours are Monday thru Friday, 9 AM to 1 PM.  Clifford visited the library on June 12th with 61 kids and 25 adults in attendance.  Michelle Hulm has resigned as trustee of the library board.  Teann Rogers has not accepted the contract for the library supervisor position.  That position will be advertised.  The library board approved Amy Ulrich to fill in for Linda Olson this summer when she is gone at minimum wage.  Also, a copy of the new personnel manual is requested from the library when approved.  

Stocklin made motion, seconded by Murray to approve hiring Amy Ulrich at $5.15 per hour as a temporary aide at the library.  Motion carried.

Building:  Mayor Haines informed that Chad Escott is in the process of digging the footings for the building.  First Dakota Enterprises, Inc. will be here on Monday to start the forming for the concrete.  The tilt up panels should be here the week of July 7th.

Streets:  Mayor Haines informed of some problems with the curb north of town.  Backfilling was not done.

Donn Dupper would like to upgrade a loader.  There is a 1980 Loader at Federal Surplus Property for $14,500.00.  This loader would replace the 1965 City loader.  Additional costs would be painting it and getting cutting edges.  There is also a truck that will be surplused from the State.  Mr. Dupper is checking the internet site for when that truck becomes available.  Stocklin made motion, seconded by Walker to give Mr. Dupper permission to get the loader from Federal Surplus Property and to purchase the truck when it becomes available at Mr. Dupper’s discreation.  Motion carried.

Cemetery:  Inghram would like to get more trees from the Turkey Federation for next year.  She would like to make sure that this is put on the agenda for sometime in November.  Also, the utility employees are about done mowing the cemetery.

Inghram made motion, seconded by Walker to adjourn.  Motion carried.
