RESOLUTION 5-16-06-02

LEASE AGREEMENT
THIS LEASE, made this 16th day of May, 2006, by and between the City of Faith, a home-ruled chartered municipality organized and existing under the laws of the State of South Dakota, of P.O. Box 368, Faith, South Dakota 57626, hereinafter referred to as "City", and Groves, Vig & Vig, LLP of Faith, South Dakota 57626.
WHEREAS, SDCL Chpt. 9-12 authorizes municipalities to lease municipally owned property to private individuals and pursuant to the requirements set forth in SDCL Chpt. 9-12-5.2 the City Council adopted a Resolution of Intent to Enter Into Lease on the 16th day of May, 2006; and

WHEREAS, a Resolution was adopted in the City Council chambers on the 16th day of May, 2006, and notice of said Resolution was posted in the agenda.
WHEREAS, City and Groves, Vig & Vig, LLP entered into a Lease Agreement dated the 16th day of May, 2006, to set forth the terms and conditions under which City and Groves, Vig & Vig, LLP would lease, use, operate and maintain the Hangar Grounds for their common use.
NOW THEREFORE, it is hereby agreed as follows:
HANGAR LEASE AGREEMENT


The parties to this agreement are as follows:  The City of Faith, a municipal corporation, hereinafter referred to as City and Groves, Vig & Vig, LLP, hereafter referred to as the Owner, whose present post office address is 19883 Arrowhead Road, Faith, SD  57626.

WITNESSETH:


Whereas the City owns the Faith Municipal Airport situated east of Faith in Meade County, South Dakota, and whereas the owner herein desires to maintain an aircraft at said airport and for that purpose desires to lease sufficient land on which to build and maintain a hangar; and therefore, in order to authorize the leasing of ground for the building of the hangar the parties do in mutual consideration of the promises herein contained agree as follows:






I.


The Owner shall within 360 days from the date of execution complete construction of the aircraft hangar pursuant to the plans and specifications furnished by Owner to City, a copy of which is attached hereto and made a part here of by reference.






II.

The term of this Lease Agreement shall be for a period of Twenty-Five (25) years, commencing on the date of execution of this Agreement and terminating on the Twenty-Fifth Anniversary date from the date of execution.






III.


The Owner shall pay the City for the Lease and rental of the premises described hereinafter in a sum equal to two dollars and fifty cents ($2.50) per front foot of the leased premises.  The parties agree that the premises leased shall be governed by a plat furnished by Owner, a copy of which is attached hereto and made a part hereof by reference.  The parties also agree that the attached plat shall govern the total leased premises for purposes of the hangar and the parking of aircraft.  The Owner agrees to pay the above described rental commencing on the date of execution and on the anniversary date each year thereafter for the term of this Agreement.






IV.


Under no circumstances shall the terms, surveys, and specifications be altered in any respect without the express written permission of the City, and the Owner may not alter or remodel the hangar at a later time without the written permission of the City.






V.


Owner agrees to not relocate the hangar to another site within the area of the Faith Airport without the express written consent of the City.  Nothing herein shall prohibit Owner from removal of the hangar from the Faith Airport facility subject only to the condition that Owner agrees to restore the land to its original state as far as is practicable.  In that event, this Lease Agreement shall automatically terminate.   This Lease Agreement shall be assignable by Owner the prior written consent of City, said consent to not be unreasonably withheld.

VI.


The Owner shall be obligated to keep the hangar and all land situated within the areas as set forth in the plat in a clean and orderly condition and in a good state of repair.






VII.

The Owner shall not store on the leased premises, transport or allow to be transported onto the leased premises gasoline or fuel for the purpose of fueling his or any other aircraft.  This provision is subject to enforcement by City only in the event that City has available to Owner the type of gasoline and fuel in sufficient quantity necessary for the operation of Owner’s aircraft.  The owner shall not store any other substance or material in the hangar or on the premises which would tend to create a fire hazard not usual to aircraft hangars.

 




VIII.


At all times during the term of this lease and any extended renewal term thereof, the Owner shall be obligated to carry liability insurance for at least $100,000.00 for any personal injury or property damage for which the Owner might become liable due to the possession, building, operation and maintenance of the aircraft hangar.  Proof of compliance with this provision shall be filed at all times during the term of this lease or any extension thereof with the City Auditor of the City of Faith by the Owner filing a certificate of insurance certifying that said insurance is in full force and effect.






IX.


The Owner shall save the City harmless from any and all liability arising out of the possession, maintenance and operation of the Owner’s hangar.






X.


Owner agrees to observe and obey such rules and regulations and orders of the Federal Aviation Administration and State Department of Transportation that are pertinent to the construction and maintenance of aircraft hangars, including Part 77 of the Federal Aviation Regulations.  The Owner also agrees to obey all of the provisions, specifications, and conditions of the Faith Airport Layout Plans, incorporated into this Agreement.






XI.


If a substantial change is made by the City at the airport so as to necessitate a change in location of the aircraft hangars, the City shall have the right to require the Owner to move his aircraft hangar at the Owner’s own expense to another location provided for privately owned hangars.  The Owners shall have a reasonable time in which to complete this removal.  If the City requires the removal, however, the City shall be obligated to furnish Owner with another hangar plat of at least equal size.






XII.


If the Owner breaches this Agreement any respect the City shall have the right to give written notice to Owner specifying the nature of the breach and Owner shall thereafter have thirty (30) days from the date of notification to cure the breach.  The parties agree that a violation of any of the rules and regulations of the Federal Aviation Administration, South Dakota Department of Transportation regulations, the Laws of the State of South Dakota, or Ordinances of the City of Faith shall constitute a breach of this Agreement.  If the Owner fails to remedy then this Lease Agreement shall terminate without further notice.  In that event, Owner shall have thirty (30) days to remove the aircraft hangar and restore the site to its original state.  Nothing herein shall be construed to limit any and all other remedies otherwise provided by law to City.  The parties agree that a waiver of any default shall not constitute waiver of any subsequent default by City.






XIII.


The parties agree that this agreement shall be binding upon the parties assignees, successors, heirs and personal representatives.






XIV.


The parties agree that this writing constitutes the entire agreement and that there exists no verbal understandings not a part hereof.

Seconded by Sheridan.  Motion carried.
