Labor During Ice Storm:

Inghram made a motion to pay the volunteers who helped during the ice storm that didn’t get paid at $7.25 and verifying the list.  Motion failed due to lack of a second.

US Bureau of Reclamation Bill:

The US Bureau of Reclamation sent back a letter to Eric Bogue’s office stating that we would still owe what was left of the bill they billed us.  Council directed Bogue to set up a meeting with US Bureau of Reclamation, Brosz, Thune, Johnson and Herseth’s Office Representatives.

Durkee Lake Land:

Eric Bogue stated that the lawsuit with the land situation is over and in the City’s favor, but the land owner asked if the City was interested in surplussing the land and putting up for bid.  Council agreed they were not interested in surplussing the land.

Discussion on Haying/Mowing:

There will be some changes to the haying specifications at the sports complex and possibly the shooting range area at the lake and bids will be accepted at the next meeting.  Berndt made a motion, seconded by Becker to accept the changes upon Donn Dupper’s approval of the specifications.  

Rasmussen made a motion, seconded by Spencer to hire Jim Selby Sr. again to do some of the mowing at the Sports Complex, Lake and other areas that are needed.  Motion carried.

Camper Hookups:


At a prior meeting it had been approved to surplus the electrical pedestal camper 
hook ups.  Council chose to keep them at this time and use as needed.

Banner Across the Highway:


The banner for Centennial has not been ordered until the approval has been 
received from the State Highway Department.

Fireworks:


The Chamber has $900 from the gate money last year for fireworks.  Becker made 
a motion, seconded by Springman to donate $2100 this year instead of the $1000 
that the City normally donates for the fireworks this year.  Berndt and Inghram - 
no.  Four yes votes.  Motion carried.

City Property:


Becker made a motion, seconded by Spencer to table the discussion on use of City 
property.  Motion carried.

Ambulance District:


Bogue explained the steps to form an Ambulance District.  A boundary line needs 
established, a petition drawn up and presented to the County Commissioners of 
each county the line is in and then would be placed on a ballot for voting.  Becker 
made a motion, seconded by Rasmussen to start the process.  Motion carried.

Use of Community Center:


Spencer made a motion, seconded by Berndt to approve the rental of the 
Community Center to the George and Annelle Afdahl family for a family reunion 
on July 3, 2010.  Motion carried.

Faith Chamber:


Cindy Clark, Chamber President, presented the Council their financial statement.  
A painted skull was donated by Jasmine Cain (Kelly Heidler) to be sold to help 
the Chamber.  It was listed on Ebay, but was not sold.  A City wide rummage sale 
is planned and the Chamber will be taking donated items to sell.  A grant is being 
checked out also.
