Upon reviewing the bids, Council directed Mr. Norberg to make further contact with each bidder and to allow all bidders to conform to an addendum submitted by Seating & Athletic Facility Enterprises in regards to completion date.  Murray made motion, seconded by Harper to table the bids and address them at a special meeting on October 9, 2003 at 5:00 P.M.

Walker made motion, seconded by Murray to accept both bids from the City of New Underwood for the chip spreader and distributor truck.  Motion carried.

OTHER MATTERS DISCUSSED

Building Permit – Dr. Wayne Sletten:

Dr. Sletten submitted a building permit on Outlots Faith, Tract A for repair and replacement of siding and fencing.  Murray made motion, seconded by Inghram to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.

Bleacher Fundraiser Update:

Paul Enos informed the Council on the progress of the bleacher fundraiser.  To date, there is $60,500.00 pledged toward the bleacher.  He also informed that there is $44,000.00 pledged to a hardwood floor.  He is in favor of a hardwood floor and believes it would not limit the uses of the gymnasium.  Council discussed the issues surrounding putting in tile, hardwood, or a removable wood floor such as maintenance and use flexibility.  Murray asked about driving vehicles on the wood floor.  Doug Schauer, school athletic director, informed that he had made some inquiries about wood floors to Philip and Huron.  Philip protects their floor with a tarp to hold dances, funerals, and graduations.  Huron drives vehicles on their floor when they have their farm show each year.  Mr. Schauer expressed that originally he was concerned about putting a wood floor in a community building, but after some investigation he found out that it would not limit the uses.  Mr. Mayer, Faith School Superintendent, also relayed that Parkston and White River have wood floors and allow vehicles to drive on them.  

Mr. Norberg believes that once a floor whether its wood, tile, or removable is placed in the community center, that all would be treated with the same respect.  He explained that any wood floor in the community center would be constructed like Huron’s with planking over an inch thick that includes a perma-cushion for added spring.  He also stated that the loads of the bleachers on the wood floor would be greater than a vehicle.

Discussion was held with regards to a permanent versus a removable wood floor.  Mr. Norberg has found that there is not much of a cost difference, however, the cost of labor for removing and replacement and storage of a removable floor is greater.  Mr. Schauer indicated that it would limit practices in the gym if the floor were removable due to the fact that only two baskets would be able to be used.

Walker explained his experience in floor maintenance and how he would much rather maintain a tile floor than a wood floor.  Murray stated that under any flooring scenario the floor would need to be protected and preserved.  

After much discussion, Varland made motion, seconded by Inghram to put a permanent wood floor with 33/32 inch flooring to include a perma-cushion system for durability in the community multi-purpose room.  Mayor Haines asked what would happen if the money was not raised for the wood floor.  Mr. Enos insisted that he would raise the money.  Motion carried.  Bids will be advertised and opened at the November 4, 2003 meeting at 7:30 P.M. for the wood floor.

Inghram made motion, seconded by Walker to authorize Mr. Norberg to omit the vinyl tile from the multi-purpose room.  Motion carried.

Contracts for Advertisements in Multi-Purpose Room:

Ayres relayed that he, Mr. Enos, and Mr. Bogue are willing to work on drawing up contracts for advertisements in the multi-purpose room.  They have tentatively agreed to sell 3’ x 4’ aluminum signs in the multi-purpose room for a five-year contract which could be renewable thereafter.  Price would be $399.00 per year or $1595.00 if paid in full.  Ayres asked for authorization to pursue these contracts with businesses.  Murray made motion, seconded by Inghram to authorize Eric Bogue, Shane Ayres, and Paul Enos to work on advertisement contracts for the multi-purpose room.  Motion carried.

Pole Vault Pit in Multi-Purpose Room:

Mr. Schauer relayed that he has looked into putting a pole vault pit in the North East corner of the gym.  Liability issues were discussed.  Mr. Mayer relayed that the School has agreed to increase the liability limit to mirror the City’s.  

Mr. Bogue advised the Council not to authorize a pole vault pit in the gym.  He relayed that it is the Council’s decision, but if they chose to put one in despite his recommendation, he would like to file a letter stating his position against it.  He relayed that he is not against the sport of pole vaulting; he believes the school has other opportunities inside and outside for vaulting.  

Walker stated that this gym is for multi-purpose use and pole vaulting is a favorable activity among kids.  

Additional liability and indemnification waver forms were discussed.  Council agreed to further review the issue at the next regular meeting.

Public Safety Building Committee:

Mayor Haines appointed Chris Murray, Paul Harper, Justin Haines, Fred Hulm, and Randy Thomas to the Public Safety Building Committee.  Murray made motion, seconded by Inghram to approve the appointments.  Motion carried.

Community Building Lease with School:

Mr. Bogue explained that Terry Mayer, Robin Jones, Reid Palmer, Mayor Haines, Shane Ayres, and he had met on two occasions to discuss the lease agreement.  The group had agreed on the current version of the lease; however, Mr. Bogue has since received a letter from the school’s attorney stating eight objections.  Some of these objections include waiving any interest penalties upon late payments, leasing building when not in school use, and reciprocal indemnification.  Utility issues were also discussed.  The agreement states that the School District is not required to pay for any utility unless the activities are abnormal and/or non-routine.  The normal functions would be prepared each year and approved.  Mr. Mayer indicated that the current agreement that was agreed by the group and will be addressed at the next school board meeting.  Janitorial issues were discussed.  The group had agreed to set a fee to add to the rent in order to cover the janitorial work.  The initial fee was not determined since no cost is known at this time.  Murray made motion, seconded by Harper to approve the lease agreement as presented with the addition of adding $9,500.00 to the rent to cover the janitorial services for the first year.  Motion carried.

Other Business:

Mr. Bogue has received a Walworth county Landfill Use Agreement from Heartland Waste Management.  Heartland Waste Management believes that Walworth County Landfill will not accept Faith’s trash without signing the agreement.  Mr. Bogue pointed out that the agreement makes the City liable for the tipping fee if Heartland Waste Management were to become delinquent.  He stated that the City of Faith is not required to sign this agreement since the contract was bid out on a flat rate with the hauler to be responsible for the tipping fees.  Walker concurred and stated that Faith cannot be liable for other trash that is picked up outside of Faith.  Mr. Bogue received a call from Mr. Mauck from Heartland Waste Management.  Mr. Mauck insisted all other municipalities have signed this agreement, but he would see if he could get the payment provision taken out.  Mr. Bogue relayed that it is possible that Walworth County could refuse garbage from Faith.  After some discussion, Council agreed that Faith’s contract is with Heartland Waste Management; therefore, Faith is not obligated to sign the contract with Walworth County.

Inghram asked about the land issue at Durkee Lake.  Mr. Bogue stated that he has drafted a letter to the property owner and will send it out this week.

Murray asked about the status of employee reprimands.  Mayor Haines stated that he would take care of it by next meeting.

Walker made motion, seconded by Harper to adjourn.  Motion carried.
