Highway Meetings – Five year plan:

A meeting in Pierre on July 29 in Pierre and one in Rapid City on July 30 will be held on the five year plan of the highways in South Dakota and any Councilman that can attend are encouraged to.
Minimum Wage Increase:

As of July 24, 2008, minimum wage will change from $5.85 to $6.55, so any employee that is under $6.55 will be increased as of July 24, 2008.
Pool Wages:

Air conditioning at Bar:

Becker made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to approve E-B Karokee on September 27, 2008 with a group paying half.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Surplus Pumps:

Some interest was shown in the old gas pumps at the ambulance hall.  Becker made a motion, seconded by Maxwell to surplus the old gas pumps.  Motion carried.  Council would like to advertise for bids.
Access Channel:

West River Telephone Company has a new system to do the access channel on the cable system.  The only thing needed from the City would be DSL connected at the head end office and a power point program on the computer that sends the information to the access channel.  Becker made a motion, seconded by Afdahl to approve the DSL connection for the access channel.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Well Update:

Brosz is talking with well drillers to discuss why bids were so high and see if they can revise the bids.

Some discussion was held on how to handle some “Sue” vendors.  Tabled until special meeting on July 16, 2008.
