1st Reading of Amendment to Ordinance Chapter 5.03 – Animal:

Chapman made a motion, seconded by Berndt to table and direct Bogue to prepare a sample to look at.  Motion carried.

Amendment to Home Rule Charter:


Collins made a motion, seconded by Chapman to approve the following resolution:

RESOLUTION NO. 03-21-16-03

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL FOR THE CITY OF FAITH, SOUTH DAKOTA, THAT the City Council, deeming it to be in the best interest of the City of Faith and its residents, proposes to amend the Home Rule Charter for the City of Faith as set forth below:

Section 2.05 – Prohibitions – Hold Other Office or Employment:

a. Except where authorized by law, no Council member shall hold any other elected public office during the term for which the member was elected to the Council.

b. No Council member shall hold another City office, compensated appointive office, or compensated City Employment, except as authorized by SDCL 6-1-2, during the term for which the member was elected to the Council or until six months after the expiration of the term for which the member was elected to the Council.

c. Nothing in this section shall be construed to prohibit the Council from selecting any current or former Council member to represent the City on the governing board of any regional or intergovernmental agency.

d.  No Council member may participate in discussing or vote on any issue in which:

(1)    The official has a direct pecuniary interest in the matter before 

   the governing body;  or

(2)   At least two-thirds of the Council votes that the Council member has an identifiable conflict of interest that should prohibit such Council member from participating in the discussion or voting on a specific matter.

Pursuant to SDCL 6-12-8, the question of adoption of the proposed Amendment is hereby submitted to the voters as a special election to be held on Tuesday, April 12th , 2016.


Seconded by Chapman.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Ross Fees – Question on Tearing Down Houses:

Ross Fees approached the Council about their decision at the last meeting to temporarily freeze tearing down houses.  When Fees purchased the lot the summer of 2015, he was waiting for the sale to be final and due to a death, the process took a little while and was too late for the sign up in May of 2015 to have the house tore down.  After much discussion was held, Inghram made a motion, seconded by Berndt to take it down and charge $250 for gas.  All no votes.  Motion failed.
Chapman made a motion to tear down and charge $100 an hour.  Motion failed to due lack of second.

Berndt made a motion, seconded by Collins to tear down the house and put the dirt back.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Update on Durkee Lake Dam Repairs:

Ross Fees talked with the Rapid City Office on the Durkee Lake Inspection and stated that the SD Game Fish and Parks will be taking care of all of the repairs to the Lake and instead of changing the fence that is currently at the dam grade, they will talk with the land owners to have them do a possible electric fence.  Fees stated that it’s still being looked into who is to maintain the dam for future.

Recommendations for Workers Comp Survey:

Council reviewed the Workers Comp Survey and will work on the recommendations.

Approve Election Board:

Berndt made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to approve Kathy Schuchhardt, Sonja Gebhart and Virginia Gerbracht for the Election Board.  Motion carried.

District 10 Meeting:

Any Councilman who plans to attend the District 10 meeting needs to let the office know right away.

Advertisement for Part Time Help:

Collins made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to advertise for Bartender, Information Center Receptionist and Swimming Pool help.  Motion carried.

Advertise for Bids for Digging Pit at Landfill:

Collins made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to approve to advertise for bids for 

digging a pit at the landfill with specifications from the Utility Foreman.  Motion carried.

Update about Trees:

Lilacs are going to be white and the fabric is available at $.80 a foot.  Council agreed not to do the fabric.

Brochure:

Berndt made a motion, seconded by Collins to agree to pay half of the cost for brochures and Faith Community Commerce and Development to pay the other half of approximately $350 - $400 upon being able to approve the layout before they are printed.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Arrears List:


Arrears list was discussed.

Building Permits and Encroachment:

Faith School submitted a building permit and an encroachment application for an addition on the gym.  The cement pillar will need to be in the City of Faith’s Right of Way by 2’ variance of 12’.  Justin Haines, on behalf of the Faith School Board asked if the City Council would waive the $500 encroachment fee since they are another entity of Local Government.  
Hellekson made a motion, seconded by Berndt to accept the building permit with the a 12’ variance and to approve the Right of Way Encroachment Agreement of 2’ pending final legal review by the City Attorney and waive the encroachment fee of $500 due to them being another entity of Local Government.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Chapman made a motion, seconded by Berndt to adjourn.  Motion carried.
