Fire Department – Donation and Update:
Scott Gray updated the Council about the pickup found for the search and rescue rig.  One was found for $15,600 that was a 2008 Chevy 3500 four door, four wheel drive with 165,000 miles on it.  The donation from the City for $10,000 was greatly appreciated.  It has been striped at Rosenbaum’s and is currently at Justin Weiss’ to have the service body put on it.  Lightbar, siren and radio all need to be put in it.  The jaws of life have been used and it was a very good purchase.  There is an officer change of Justin Haines as Assistant Fire Chief and Scott Gray will be the Fire Chief.  All other officer’s are the same.  Not a lot of change as both Justin and Scott work together.  Chapman asked if at one point the ambulances could be housed at the Public Safety Building.  Gray stated that they are open to that and have talked with Arlen Frankfurth about it.  Haines stated they have one empty bay and could move a fire truck that isn’t used out of the bay. Annelle Afdahl wanted to know how many fires and how much does the search and rescue go out.  Gray stated that it has been very slow the last year but may not be so lucky this year.  Haines stated there were 118 fires in 2006.  Council is very thankful for the Fire Department and all their volunteer hours and the Fire Department thanked the City for their support and donation.

 Advertise for Lifeguards and Information Center:
Lightfield made motion, seconded by Hellekson to advertise for manager, lifeguards and information center receptionists to have applications back by April 29, 2015.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Full Time EMT/Paramedic:
Discussion was held on different days for a work week.  Collins made a motion, seconded by Lightfield to re-advertise the original job description for a month and one week in the state wide and put job description on the next agenda.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

 Transfer of Property:
Meade County gave the following property to the City of Faith in 2007 if the City were to tear down the house and clean up the property and sell it to get it back on the tax roles.  The property was sold at auction to Jim Butler for $3500.  The deed never did get transferred over to the City and did not get transferred on to Jim Butler.  Hellekson made a motion, seconded by Berndt to approve Glen Haines, Mayor to sign the deed that the City has now received from the County over to Jim Butler.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Park:

Annelle Afdahl approached the Council about using the south east corner of park to plant some flowers.  She has some memorial money in memory of Dennis Ellefson and trees and things were his life.  She would like to even maybe make this a memorial area if others would want.  She would like approval for a 15x15 or 15x20 area and would plant some flowers and have about six or so stepping stones.  Mayor Haines would like to see the City pour a pad for the dumpster on the west side.  Afdahl also stated she would like to possibly do some trees at the lake next year where some have died.  Collins made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to approve Afdahl to start a Memorial Garden at the park.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held in regards to the horseshoe pit that needs repaired that was going to do last year.
Information Center Computer:

Annelle Afdahl, on behalf of the Exhibit Committee, stated that the information center would like a laptop so that the person working at the museum could set out at the desk in front so people had someone there when they come in the door.  They would like to have the ice house open for people to look at the ice house this year.  Chapman made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to approve a laptop and necessary software for the information center.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Lake Bathroom:

Last year the Council put in the budget for a vault bathroom at the lake from Boom Concrete.  Berndt made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to order the vault bathroom for the camping area from Boom Concrete.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Someone to Certify in Water:

Someone will need to certify in Water before February of 2017.  Dupper stated Chuck Jones will test.

Surplus Property:
Hellekson made a motion, seconded by Berndt to surplus nine chairs that were in the Council room and add them to the list that is being appraised by Jeff Brown, Roy Antrim and Rick Smith.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

“Small Business is Everybody’s Business” Webinar:
SDSU is putting on a webinar with two great speakers.  Faith School is a site that will be utilized in the DDN room.  Cost is $25 per person if signed up by April 6th, $40 after that.  Any Councilman is encouraged to go and Horizon’s will pay for anyone in Faith wanting to attend.  
Advertise for Part Time Bartender:

A part time bartender is needed to work every other Tuesday.  Hellekson made a motion, seconded by Lightfield to advertise for a part time bartender.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Committee Reports:

Inghram and Chapman stated that they discussed with Donn Dupper about the LED lighting which was ordered at the last meeting and Dupper was going to install on Main Street which will all be on one circuit and will be able to tell right away the savings.  Bar vacuum was bad so one was purchased at Faith Lumber.  Placement of signs were discussed and Dave Lutz will be in Faith tomorrow so we can ask him about it.
Berndt stated that the lease program was looked into and it would cost at least $9,000 for four years for a Explorer and there was a police car that was purchased from the Surplus Property for $1,500 that was a 2006 Ford Crown Victoria.  There was another car in Platte that is a 2009 Ford Crown Victoria that has sealed bids.  Chapman made a motion, seconded by Lightfield to bid $4,119.99.  Four – no votes.  Chapman and Lightfield – yes.  Motion failed.  Berndt made a motion, seconded by Collins to bid $6,292.00.  Five – yes votes.  Lightfield – no.  Motion carried.

Lightfield made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to retire into executive session at 8:33 PM.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
