Ordinance No. 318

Amendment to the Home Rule Charter - Section 2.05
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL FOR THE CITY OF FAITH, SOUTH DAKOTA, THAT the City Council, deeming it to be in the best interest of the City of Faith and its residents, proposes to amend the Home Rule Charter for the City of Faith as set forth below:

Section 2.05 – Prohibitions – Hold Other Office or Employment:

a. Except where authorized by law, no Council member shall hold any other elected public office during the term for which the member was elected to the Council.

b. No Council member shall hold another City office, compensated appointive office, or compensated City Employment, except as authorized by SDCL 6-1-2, during the term for which the member was elected to the Council or until six months after the expiration of the term for which the member was elected to the Council.

c. Nothing in this section shall be construed to prohibit the Council from selecting any current or former Council member to represent the City on the governing board of any regional or intergovernmental agency.

d.  No Council member may participate in discussing or vote on any issue in which:

(1)    The official has a direct pecuniary interest in the matter before 

   the governing body;  or

(2)   At least two-thirds of the Council votes that the Council member has an identifiable conflict of interest that should prohibit such Council member from participating in the discussion or voting on a specific matter.

Pursuant to SDCL 6-12-8, the question of adoption of the proposed Amendment is hereby submitted to the voters as a special election to be held on August 23, 2016.

Prices without a Five Year Plan:

Two Tasers, Full Service with Instructor Training, Cartrides and Two Cameras with a four year extended warranty. -  $20,493.78

In the Five year plans, you would receive two tasers and three cameras, after two and one half years you would receive three more cameras and at the end of the five years you would receive three more cameras.  The tasers, you would receive two at the beginning and two more at the end of the fifth year.  You would also receive training and warranty.
Berndt made a motion, seconded by Riley to purchase the Tasers and Cameras with the five year plan at $13,194.14 upon receiving information that the Tasers are from a sole manufacturing company so only one quote can be received.  Five - yes votes.  Chapman – no.  Motion carried.
Dash cameras are in need of fixing or replacing.  To fix would be $395 plus shipping to send them in and that isn’t promising they would be fixable, it would then also cost to repair them.
