Berndt made a motion, seconded by Inghram to approve all claims as presented.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Justin Inghram – Building:

Justin Inghram approached the Council about a waiver for the septic system that is in place.  The only code the inspector has to go by is a meat packing and slaughter house and the animals will be quartered before they come into his business so will just be processing the meat, not killing them there.  Inghram stated that the inspector stated that this happens in places and they have granted a waiver before.  Inghram stated that the concrete had already been poured when he knew he needed an inceptor/grease trap.  Berndt stated that according to the information received by the Council that the inspector had left notes to contact him at the start of the construction.  Inghram stated that John Frei had tied in and put the drain in and back filled and a day or two to a week later, the inspector showed up and didn’t have a problem at that time with the inceptor/grease trap not being there.  Mayor Haines asked how much water will be used and Inghram stated that it wouldn’t be any more than a household.  Since it is not a kill plant, a mop bucket and sponges are all that will be needed.  Inghram said there should be very little grease and the inspector said it wouldn’t be more than a dishwasher.   The option of having to mud jack and bore to install would not be affordable.  Chapman asked how much he thinks it would be and Inghram stated in the range of $18,000 to $22,000.  Chapman stated that the concern may not be with the current operator, but what would happen if it was sold.  Berndt stated that according to the information the Council has received, the inspector stated that the State would not approve the inspection and it isn’t according to code.  Hellekson stated that if we were to grant this waiver, we would not get further help from the state for grants or other things.  Berndt felt there were two completely different stories from the lawyer’s information to Inghram’s and felt we should have the inspector in the room or on the phone and have a special meeting.  Inghram stated that the Council needs to think about there aren’t a lot of businesses coming to the community and it wouldn’t be good to kill a business that is trying to start up.  Debbie Brown will call the inspector and get a meeting set up as soon as possible.  Berndt made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to have a special meeting as soon as possible.  Five – yes votes.  Inghram abstained.  Motion carried.

Budgets need to be back by the next meeting to get started.
