All proceeds go to local (Dupree, Faith and Eagle Butte) Special Education programs.  Greg stated that the group was also checking with Eagle Butte to see if the gym could be used there too, so there is a possibility that it would be held in Eagle Butte instead of Faith.  Greg asked for an exemption to the fee as this is a community project for the local youth.  Berndt made a motion, seconded by Inghram to allow the Knights of Columbus to use the gym with an exemption to the fee.  Motion carried.
Inghram Easement:
Spencer made a motion, seconded by Berndt to stay with motion made on August 16th, 2011.  Inghram – abstained.  Nolan – no.  Four – yes votes.  Motion carried.

Retirement – Michelle McGraw:

Rasmussen made a motion, seconded by Spencer to add retirement to Michelle McGraw as she is at 20 hours and more weekly retroactive to October 1, 2011.  Motion carried.

Floor Quotes:

In the quote from MARC – Steve Meguire where he stated that he would need to use the City’s floor machine, there was some misunderstanding. When he was called to tell him that Advanced Building Services received the bid, he stated that he had said he didn’t HAVE to use our machine.   Rasmussen made a motion, seconded by Nolan to stay with the motion made at the October 4, 2011 meeting.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Gravel:

At the last meeting during budget, some discussion was held in regards to doing some more gravel at the lake and some at the cemetery yet this year.  Spencer made a motion, seconded by Springman to approve 35 loads at the lake and 5 loads at the cemetery at 1,000 tons at the quote from the May 18, 2011 (Simons Trucking - $14 a ton).  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Flu Shots for Ambulance Team:


The Meade County Health Nurse office in Faith has some of the flu vaccine for the Faith Ambulance Team, but some will be charged at $20 a shot.  Spencer made a motion, seconded by Berndt to approve the flu shots at the Meade County Health Nurse office.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Committee Reports:

Reed Henschel talked to Grand Electric about wiring and they looked it over and gave a quote of $1,468.70.  Local electrician was asked but never gave a quote.  Due to time restraints since it is close to winter, and it needs to be done as soon as they can, Nolan made a motion, seconded by Springman to approve the materials for the repair and Grand Electric to do the wiring.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Public Safety met and discussed ordinances, fines and dogs running at large.
