Update – Contract for Animals:

City Attorney, Eric Bogue was in contact with SD Game and Fish in Eagle Butte to discuss the contract for the City of Faith to be able to take stray animals to their pound.  Their attorney will be in contact with our attorney and will have a draft hopefully within the month.
Stock Show – Update on Lighting Project:

Brock Williams, Faith Stock Show President, approached the Council about what was decided for the City paying for the labor and equipment use to install the new lights at the fairgrounds.  Donn Dupper estimates the cost around $8,000.  Berndt made a motion, seconded by Chapman to approve to donate the labor and equipment use up to a total of $8,000.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Contacts with WAPA:

Discussion was held in regards to the contracts with Western Area Power Association.  WAPA is changing their contracts to be industry standard from the one current contract splitting out Interconnection and Tie Line and Consolidated Facility Arrangement making it three separate contracts.  The Firm Electric Service Contract will be the only one that won’t go into effect until January 1, 2021, the rest will go into effect right away.
Resolutions:

A RESOLUTION APPROVING A CONTRACT AMENDMENT TO THE EXISTING ELECTRIC SERVICE CONTRACT WITH WESTERN AREA POWER ADMINISTRATION AND CONTRACTS ASSOCIATED WITH POST 2020 FIRM ELECTRIC SERVICE FROM WESTERN AREA POWER ADMINISTRATION.  
WHEREAS, pursuant to previous action taken, the City of Faith has entered into an agreement to obtain an allocation of federal hydroelectricity from the United States Department of Energy, Western Area Power Administration, Pick-Sloan Missouri Basin Program, Eastern Division (“Western”) pursuant to a contract for electric service to the City of Faith; and

WHEREAS, both Western and City of Faith wish revise the existing electric service agreement and associated exhibits which provides for power supply through December 31, 2020, and

WHEREAS, both Western and the City of Faith desire to enter into a new firm electric service agreement to continue to provide and to receive the allocation of federal hydroelectricity January 1, 2021 through December 31, 2050; and

WHEREAS, Western has asked the City of Faith to consider approving: (a) Amendment No. 2 to the existing electric service contract 90-BAO-556, (b) Contract for Firm Electric Service 15-UGPR-1016 for post 2020 power supply, and its associated exhibits, (c) Contract for Interconnection and Tie Line(s) 15-UGPR-2016, and its associated exhibits, and (d) Contract for Consolidated Facility Arrangement 15-UGPR-3016 and its associated exhibits, and

WHEREAS, the City of Faith staff has reviewed the agreements and has recommended to the City Council the approval of the agreements; and

WHEREAS, the City Attorney has reviewed the agreements and has concluded that this governing body has the authority and right to enter into these agreements; and

WHEREAS, the City Council finds that it is in the public interest to enter into these long-term agreements to provide its citizens with a reliable, low-cost and environmentally friendly source of power and energy;


NOW, THEREFORE, be it RESOLVED by the City Council of Faith that:

1. (a) Amendment No. 2 to the existing electric service contract 90-BAO-556, (b) Contract for Firm Electric Service 15-UGPR-1016 for post 2020 power supply, and its associated exhibits, (c) Contract for Interconnection and Tie Line(s) 15-UGPR-2016, and its associated exhibits, and (d) Contract for Consolidated Facility Arrangement 15-UGPR-3016 and its associated exhibits, hereby are approved.

2. That the Mayor and the Finance Officer are authorized to sign said agreement on behalf of the City of Faith.
