RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING CAPITAL OUTLAY ACCUMULATIONS FOR ELECTRIC AND WATER ENTERPRISE FUNDS FOR THE CITY OF FAITH, SD

WHEREAS, the City of Faith, SD (“City”) owns and operates various utility and service systems of which, the electric and water utilities are included; and

WHEREAS, the City has determined that it will be necessary for capital improvements of the electric and water; and

WHEREAS, the City deems it appropriate to establish capital outlay accumulation funds to prepare for the future capital improvements for the electric and water; and

WHEREAS, the City may transfer funds from the electric and water enterprise funds to the capital outlay accumulation funds; and

WHEREAS, the City will determine the amount to be transferred by resolution and can adjust the amount by resolution as the budget allows

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City of Faith establishes capital outlay accumulation funds for the Electric and Water systems and will transfer $2,850.00 from the electric fund to the electric capital accumulations fund and will transfer $500 from the water fund to the water capital accumulations fund presently and on a monthly basis in order to prepare for future capital improvements.
